BAKER I"ASILA,
—_—

Dlillnmluhm'l Boldior, Deoomyed, Object of

{lueon Viotorin'a Peralstont Lislike,

It will be remembered of Quoen Victo-
ria that she relusad to pardon A momeonta-
ry indieerutlon 'in the mosé brilliaot cav-
alry ofllcor of hLor ocerviea, The horole
Baker Pasha dlod ‘In exlle, in the Egypl-
lan semy, when ho might havo been one
of the most distingnisbiod military leaders
of England.

Gonoral  Valontine Bakor, or Baker
Pasha ny hie was better known, whoeo
death is nnnonnced by cable, was a brother
of Bir Bamuel White Baker, the explorer,
and wes born in 1831, Ho was joined the
British Army in 1848, and served with dis-
tinction in the Kaflir war and in India,
and in the Orimean war was present with
his regiment, the Twelith Lancsre, during
the aiege of Bahaastopol. His advanco was
ropid; at twonty-sipht years of age ho was
mada Oolonol of the Tenth Hussara, which
became tho *“erack” cavalry regiment of
the army under his command, He wos
present aa a spectator in the Anstro-Prus-
glan nod Franco-Germasn wars, An un-
auceeselul offort which he made to reach
Khiva in 1872 wna mado the subject of his
popular book—""Olonds  in tho FEast'
‘Throee yeara later, while traveling in o rail-
road car [rom the Aldershol eamp to Lon-
don with o young lady, who was a stranger
to him, he wan guilly of tn attempled
szgontt. . Colonel Baker wan  in-
dicled, tried, und. gerved a sen-
tence of imprisonment, Unmgsl]cd
to leava tho servico .and ostracised by sos
claty, ba waa glad, when the Ruosso-Turk-
iah war of 1877-8 broke out, {0 enter the
