Tho "watt" is the unit cf power in a current,746 watts being equivalent to onehoreopower.
Tho colebrated olcctrician Ohm has furnishodformn^aj to calculate from certaindata all the information required of theeffects of electrical current? by the ubb ofsymbola to express fixed units. These

every practical electrician is required tounderstand, ao employment in any departmentof electricity renders a knowlledKOoftliemnecessary to successfullyand intelligently discharge the duties ofhis position.
