TOX REPUBLICAN  CLUDS

Of the Ualted Htates—Twelvs Mundred

Flyo Votes of the Obalrmaoalip,

Nzw Yong Dee, 15,—Standards bearing
tho namea of the Blates of the Unlon were
scattered Lhrough Chickering Hall at
10:30 this morning, when the doors wero
thrown open for the firat MNalional Repab-

here too, 'Alter 11 o’clock tho hall began
to fill rapidly, and ot twenty minutes to
12 Josoph Poll, Ohairman of the Com-
mitteo on Organization, called the conven-
lion to order.

. 'The Rev. Dr. McArthur offered prayer,
He inyoked the divine gnldance for the
ennvention and pm{led that the members
mlﬁht romember that nothing could be
right In politics which was wroog in
morals; that he cerved Lis party best who
sarved Lis God vest. Becretary Gleason
read the call for the conveation, James
P, Foster, Precident of the Ropublican
Olub o New York, was introdaced, and
woelcomed the delegates,

MR. FOSTER'S ADDRESS,

Ho oald: "Mr, Ohairmen sod delegates
to the Nationel Couvention of Oluba: 1%
{s with pleasure that I extond to the dale,
gateo, on_hehall of the Rapublican Olub
ol the city of Now York, & most hearty
and cordial welecome to this city, and fo
the duties and work of this convention.
We are Lold that conld the water be drain-
ad from the ocean bed, the courss of the
glave traders could be tracad by the skele-
tons ol tho slaves who divd ot sen,

We propose to drain the water from
tho ocenn on which Democracy is now
ealling and diaclore those Demncratic
skeletons of diecord and broken faith, ol
corraption and intimidation at the polls,
and the lust attempt to begnile the people
under tho guleo of a Congressional mes-
gage by issuing & campaign manifosts oo
froa trade, false in ils utlerances and un-
troe In its couclnslons.
