Bnjoy the proceedings. They were most
cordially received by tho Mayor and Presidentof the Ooancil, and after introductionsall around, the plans, maps, specifications,etc., of the water works were examinedat the Superintendent's cilice.
All the availablo covered vehicles from
the livery stables were pressed into use,
and at 11 o'clock a procession took up itu
way toward the power-house, headed by
Engineer George Hornung and his con

Fire Department. Their destination waa
reached in dao time, and Engineer John
Welsh's pretty, white floors were eoon

While the tests were being mado at

these three places Judge J. H. Cochran
planted himeelf in tho loose gravel bank
at Hanover and Third streets, and in a
short Impromptu address noted the wonderfuladvancements this city has made
as a manufacturing pentre, and hold that
the citizens had good reason to be proudof their now water works, the completion
of which brought about this celebration.
A test was- then made at tho corncr of

8econd and Fayette Etreets, and at the foot
of Washington, by tho Wheeling firemen,
the Bell&iro loyj trying tho plugs on Jeffersonstreet in the tfahlen Bpot, vhon a
desiro for fun at tho expense of the crowd
took poeseesion of them, and the frequent,
scattering of the small boys aud others,
when ihd nozzle was turned toward them,
afforded much amuoomobt lor those not
in reach of the stream.
An excuse of a chimney was tumbled

over bv tho force of the etream, and the
water poured down pji tho firo below,
making some little confusion among the
occupants of the building. These latter
tests were made with water direct from the
power houfio. not forcing the pumps at ail.
Just beforo the attachment was made at
Washington street, J. 0. Gray, Esq., made
a brief speech from a doorway, and then
announced the direct preesure from tho
powor house. From Washington street
water was thrown Into the river and over
the old warehouse near the ferry landing.
Jerom Lucre tne nremon went to uroauway,in the Garden Spot, where the plugs

capacity at a comparatively small outlay,
by simply building the ombankmente,
higher, for which provision has been made
in tho building of the same.
The pipe system can easily bo enlarged

by laying the additions! main down 8ec*
and street, and naing the present Front
itreot main as a distributing one.
But in my opinion tho works, barring

sxtonsion of pipes, will be sufficiently
large enough to answer all purposos for
twenty years.
Not wishing to encroach upon your time,

m there are persona here who aro more
able to speak upon this eubject.I will con-
:lude by Baying that the works themselves
prill demonstrate the wisdom of tho true-
ees and engineer, and that oar city has
jaen very fortunate in securing the scrricesof such an able and eminent engi-
leer as Mr. Georgo Hornung, to whom all
:redit is due.
