he Philadelphia Pretw, plaintitfin error.

A considerable number of the assignnenteof errors raised the question in
arious ways whether the article was a

irivileged communication, and the Court

roof of actual malice there could bo no

ecovery. The Court declined to say
liis, but on the contrary, charged that
he jury might infer malice from the ariclein question.

tself as in the ordinary case of libel:
etual malice must be" proved before
here can be a recovery. And whether
communication be privileged or not is
question for the court, not the jury."

Aside from this we do not regard the

rticle as a libel. At most it is a harm
