That cigarctie smoking is injurions to
the youth of the lund hurdly needs the
testimony of physiciang to make the ns-
pertion more conyineing, but this expert
evidence is Jmportant in showing in
what particular the practice is injurious,
Last week n petition, signed by 267 emi-
nent physiciaus, urging the passage of n
Bill making it unlawiul to supply cigar-
ettes to boys under 16, was introduced
in the United States Senate. The pe-
titlon set forth that eigaretle emoking
was working great injury to the growing
youth of the land, and to society itsell.

A Cineinnati paper has been investi-
gating tho matter, and hos interviewed
geveral phygiciang on the practice.  One
gays: “Thelr use is very deleterious,
Often they contained so-called tobaceo
ns fine almost as dust, much of which is
drawn into the lungs. They discolor
the teeth, and of courso have the game
oftect on the stomnell. I am fond of
fing cigar oceasionnlly, but tho mere
gmell of nelgnrette makes me sick, The
practice is very injurious, and something
ought to be done to suppress it. Tho
things themsolves are bud enough, but
the selling of the faucy pictures with
them isa erime ngainst soviety."

Another gays that the lewd pictures
soll with tho cigareties aro calenlnted to
do do ns much’ injury s the cigarettes
thomeelves, both physically and moral-
ly. Still another doctor. puts it more
foreibly: “Not from prejudice,” said he,
arising from the fact that I am a total
abstainer from the use of all forms of to-
Daceo, hut purely from a medical stand-
point. It is the abuse of tobaceo that
canses the trouble, and then it is con-
ceded that the tobaceo nsed in cigarettes
is not of tho best quality. In fact, itis
waidl to be the very worst, Anotherob-
joction s that the paper wrapper is
gmoked with the clgureite, and the
chomicals used in paper making are very
injurions to any oue, but espeeinlly so
to a growing child."

Even the tobacco dealers: are in favor
of tho Inw. One prominent dealer says
ho would be satisfled if tho law was en-
forced. He sald “the cigarotte manu-
facturers will ‘tell yon that they unse
nothing bt the best of materinl, but I
givo yon my word as an experienced
tobacconist that the materinlisof thevery
worst quality.
