Benjamin Harrison comes of historic
ancestry, to the honor of which he has
added l>y his own ability.and high character.He was born at North Bend,
Ohio, in the home of his grandfather,
General William Ilenry Harrison, on

the 20th of August, 1833. Gen. Benja-
min Harrison is the third in his line
who has worn that title. Benjamin
Harrison graduated with honor from
Miami University, Oxford, Ohio, at the
ago of 18. He studied law with Hon.
Bellamy Storer, in Cincinnati, and in
1854 removed to Indianapolis,and began
hin life work. He soon demonstrated ,

iila ability, and came into public notice
through an employment in a legislative
investigation by the then Democratic t
Governor of the State, Joseph A. t

Wright. His great career as a lawyer
from that time has been a brilliant pro-
fessioual success, lie is a lawyer of pre-
eminent qualities, and is recognized as
a leader of the Indiana bar. Being an
ardent Republican and a speaker of the ,

Lincoln campaign of 1800, he was the
Kepublican candidate for reporter of the
Supreme Court, and was elected to that
otlicc on the ticket with Henry S. Lane ]
and Oliver P. Morton. j

IS THE WAR. l
In July, 18C2, President Lincoln issueda call for 300,000 men, and Gover- !

nor Morton requested General Harrison
to assist in recruiting. Underacommis- ,
sion as Second Lieutenant ho raised one

company, was elected captain, and then t

others, until the 70th regiment was com- ,

pleted, when he was commissioned Col- t

onel, and took his regiment immediately
into service in Kentucky and Tennessee.
In the Atlanta campaign, Colonel Harrison'scommand was assigned to Ward's
Brigade of the Third division of the '

Twentieth corps, and participated in the j
whole of that heroic service, its com-1
marnler receiving the highest honors of
a soldier. On the 15th of November,
1804, Colonel Harrison's regiment was ,

assigned to lead the attack on Kesacca,
and most gallantly did itB work, capturingthe enemy's lines and four guns. At t
Peach Tree Creek, Colonel Harrison was j
assigned to command the brigade, and (
gained such a signal victory as to call y
forth the highest praise from his super- e
ior officers.

IN I»UDLIC LIFE.

was. re-elected to the reportership in *

1804. In 1808 he declined a second re- I
nomination, and returned to the practice
of law, bearing his full part, however, in c

all the political campaigns that inter- (

qened. In 1870 he declined the uso of
his name as a nominee for Governor, I
but Mr. Orth having resigned from tho c

ticket in the midst of the campaign, the C
Republican Central Committee, in defer-

encoto tho universal demand of the
party, nominated General Harrison to .

the vacansy, but he was defeated.

State and the Legislature, and in acknowledgementof the services of GeneralHarrison und his recognized leiulershipof the party, ho was nominated by c

the Republican members by acclamation.and elocted United States .Senator, 1

Ill* Speech to theSrronrulem ou the Receipt

of the Xo«k. (

Indianapolis, Ixi)., Juno 20..When
the news of Harrison's nomination
rcachcd here there was great entusiasm.
A Hendricks «.ounty delegation sere-

naded the General, and ho spoke to them
as followB; J
Gkntlbmkn:.I sincerely thank you

for this evidence of friendliness. That
so many of my Hendricks county friends
should reach Indianapolis so soon after
hearing the result at Chicago is very
gratifying. The people of your county
nave always given me their most hearty
support whenever I have appealed to
them for support. 1 have a most affectionateinterest in your county and its
people; especially because of the fact
that it furnished two companies to .the
regiment which I took into the field.
Some of the best and most loyal of those
soldiers gave their lives for their country
iu the battles in which the regiment was
engaged. These incidents have attached
me to the county, and I trust 1 have yet,
even here among this group, some of my
friends of the Seventh Indiana surviving,who will always be glad to extend
to me, as I to them, a comrade's hand,
thank you for this call.
