One of the most thrilling and terrible
results of the flood was the sweeping
away at holl past nine o'clock last night
of the Bultimore & Ohio wooden railroad
bridge over Wheeling ercek ot Main
street, There were n number of people

many is not known,  Of the number
many are known 1o have been saved,
but there is no room to hope that all
were rescaed, at the lowest caleulation
fully a score of persons, men and boys,
were drowped. This number may be in-
creased when the truth is koown to
ten or twelve,

Wheeling creek was running  out
through the stone bridge with a sullen
roar, which could be heanl a square
away. As the seething waters swept
Liencath it and the wooden trestle brid
of the Baltimore & Ohio Company ad-
joining, crowds of runplu gathered to
watel thg novel gight,  Of these some
stood on the stone bridge, others on the
banks, and many, in spite of repeated
warnings; got out on the wooden trestle,

Abont flnll'lpmtl, 1) the hridge began to
ercak nod sway, Some people Jeft it in
terror, but neweomers took their places.

The number of men and  boys on the
bridge when the fatal erash came is vo-
riously estimated at from fifteen to
twenty-five. There were  probubly
twenly, ut least.

THE BEIDGE GOES,

Thero was an upheayal of the timbers,
a spapping 88 they broke, an awful
erash, mingled with eries of (istress and
wlarm, and the bridge and its human
freight was in the nwinl waters.

MIL HUBDALI'S BTORY.

As soon ns it was learned that Mr,
Myrou Hubbard had been rescued an
Isrestiaexces reporter instencd to see
bim at his home on the Island. Mr.
Hubbard was in his bath roow tuking o
hot bath after his nuwrrow escape, and
while the reporter waited for bim to
come down stairs a number of his friends
gathered, some to give him a lhearty
band-shake, some to see with their own
eyes thut he was safe ol home, Mr,
Hubbard was as calui and composed ns
though he hnd been on a pleasure trip
down the river. e was cut about'the
