They sat around till 9:30 o'clock and
then went liome after resolving to mnke
auother effort  to meet to-morrow
evening.
. It is not known that anything definite
can be done even when a meeting is
lield. It is nnderstood that there are
legal complications in the way that will
pravent the city by ils Gas Trustees or
n uny other manner, from establishing
an electriclight plant, even for the sole
I)u wose of lighting the streets, These
e‘;;l] points, it s forther understood,
can only be removed by aels of the Leg-
isluture,

That they shounll be removed, and
that ws speedily us possible, every dis-
interestod citizen  will agree who will
stop and earefully consider the matter u
momert, A gentleman well® cxpressed
the situation last night inthe following
few words, e said;

“Thi electriclight s as surely the light
of the near future as the carth revolves.
New improvements are being made al-
