A TERRIBLE DISASTER.

Anather Collision at Sea, with
Great Loss of Life.

UNKNOWN NUMBER DROWNED

The Pacifle Steamoers, Oceanle and
Chester, Collide ot Sun Franciseo
and Many Passengers Perish,
The Vietims Unknown.

Bax Fraxcmsco, August 22,—One ol
the most ‘terrible marine disasfers that
ever occurred on the Pacifle coust hap-
pened in the bay of San Francisco abont
10 o'clock this morning. The steamer
City of Chester left her dock here ot
0:30 and started on her regular trip to

Eurcka, on the northern const
of California, An unusuully large
number of passengers, stood on

hier decks and waved adien to friends
glﬂi‘wuru guthered onthe wharl, The

At the mowent of the shock most of
the officers and crew of the Chester
seemed to lose possession of their senses
unil several passengers stated afterwards
that some of the erew took the first asv
portunity to elimb aboard the Oceanle
anid left the pagsengens to cut away the
boats.

Torrents of water rushed into the
ship's hold, and in five minutes after
the collision, the Chester disappeared
nnd sank in 50 fathoms of water.  Those
