endured to the end.

thousand uilles an hour. Its destructive
power Is terrilic. It lornia in the upperair a low miles overhead una works
down to tho earth. Its track is g.ner-
ally not more than about twenty-livemiles until it disappears ijito the upperair, whence It cauiu.
"Tho tornadoeB which struck Pitts¬

burgh, Heading ami llrooklyn wore on-
tiruly soparuto uuii dlatluct. Thesetor¬
nadoes aro local, ami only incidents of a
geueral storm. Tho general storiu hut
\Voduesday began lu Eastern Mexico,
moved direetlv oustward to Southern
Arkansas, and theuco directly north-
uaatward to Michigan aud Northern
Canada, Tho diameter of tho general
Btoriu was about live huudred miles.
Tho eonter ol the general atorm waa be-
tween Chicago aud Urand Haven, Mich.
Draw a circle of 600 mi Ifa radiua from
the geueral atorm center and you will
Und that in the southeastern quadrant
of that circle tornadoes will form and
will move towards some point in the

"At 8 o'clock Wednesday morningthere were aoutherly winds aud veryiiigU temperature along the South Atlan¬

tic coast. In Florida tho temperature
ira>[over70 degrees,while inPennsylvaniait was below ilO. Tho isotheruiic line for
ihat day bulges upward at Chicago aud
Irons violently downward through I'enu-
lylvania and Northern Virginia. The
liot air south of tho isothermie line was
struggling to got north wnrd, aud tho cold
dr north of the line was struggling to getlouth. It waa this struggle that caused
the tornado. The cold air ultimatelyprevailed. That is to any, on tho groundlevel the cold air crushed tho warm uir
aut. The warm air was simply driven
from tuo earth to au upper stratum.
"Normally tho air is much warmer on

tho earth's surface than it is skyward,
but on the day of tho tornado If you had
got iuto a balloon at Pittsburgh and us-
(tended u mile or two you would have
struck warmer air as you wont un. Tho,
lino where tliu warm and cold air came
into closest contact waa tho lino where
the tornado formed.
