Ail the members were present and
Ohairmao McGinley presided. Mr.
Gruae broke the ice by nominating Mr.
P. B. Dobbins for president, aud the roll
being called all the members voted for
Mr. Dobbins but himself, and he voted
for Mr. Gruse. This burying of the
hatchet was in pursuant of u common
seuse agreement. Mr. Tyler theu nom¬

inated C. C. Woods, the present efUcieut
clerk, and Mr. McGregor, who was only
prevented from doing this by the prompt¬
ness with which Mr. Tyler did it, second¬
ed the uominatiou. Clerk Woods re¬
ceived tho unanimous vote of the Board.
In like manner the Librarian, B. 11.

SwarU. who, like Mr. Woods, has beeu
a faithful, oflicient and accommodating
ofUcial, and deserved a re-election, wus
re-elected by the uuanimous vote of the
Board.
Janitor Nicholas Iioth, Assistant Jan¬

itor William Meyn aud Janitress Mrs.
Mary Vizard, all of whom have dischar¬
ged the duties of their positions well,
wero also unanimously re-elected,
Messrs. McGregor and Gruso wero ap¬

pointed u comniilto to escort President
Dobbins to his cliuir, and did so. The
President, Messrs. McGregor aud Gruse
were appoiuted, on motion, as u com-
uiitte to arrange tliustundiug committees
of iho Board, and a recess was taken to
euable tbeui to discharge this duty.

THE SECRET IN THE GRAVE.

The Suspicious Circumstances Hup-

rouudlntf llio Death of u Vouutf
tilrl in ltoliiiout County bend

to un InvotftItfutloti.

ThelNTXLLiaitKCKK recently contained
briefly tbo foots connected with the
death of a young girl named Annie
Tracy, living at Mt. Olivet, Belmont
county, Ohio. Owing to the circum¬
stances of the case, the neighbors do*
raanded an investigation by the Coroner.
A special telegram from Barnesvillo
says: N

The Tracy girl who was found dead in
her home, a few miles north of here,
yesterday, was buried this morning.
Acting Coroner Floyd uud Dra. Mackall
and J. W. Wollons, accompauied by u

reporter, visited the place at u late hour
last night. A number o( witnesses were
examined, but nothiug of iiuportaueo
was adduced or that would throw auy
material light ip to tbo eauso of the
young woman's death.
The examination made by tbe doctors,

however, while not oilicially made pub¬
lic, will confirm the terrible truth that
the unfortunate girl died with u secret.
It is believed tlmt she was about to be¬
come a mother, uud either to rid herself
of the child or to end her existence, she
took something that killed her. The
home of thoTracys is an isolated oue.
ami one of the most dibiuu* to be found
anywhero. It constats of an old crum¬
bling cabin, and through the crocks aud
crevices the winter winds caiuo with icy
chill. No furniture to speak of. not even
u scrap of paper, a picture curd or a sin¬
gle vestige of ornamentation was seen.
All of itssurrouudings were of the most
barren und desolate nature, aud that a

largo family should be compelled to live
in such squulor is a disgruco aud shumo
to au enlighteued community.
Your representative plied the large

number of neighbors assembled with
questions. Koine spoke frankly, and
others in an evasive wuy left the liunres-
sion with the reporter that something
durk, mysterious and damaging to some*
body wus the cause of the girl's death.
Certain it is that Aunio Tracy did not
tile of natural cause.
About Uvo years ago the girl's mother

died, and she being the eldest, the care
of the house und u younger sister aud
four little brothers fell upon Annie.
Four years ago the dead girl was nearly
burned to death by her clothes catching
lire, und for mauy weeks the poor girl
was compelled to lie ou her face in bed.
Wlllium Tracy, the father of the girl,

is described by his neighbors as a hard¬
working, industrious mau, but ono
whom the fates of misfortuue uud tribu-
lutiou have followed ull his life, At
times ho was prosperous, but disaster
never failed to come to his door sooner
or later, und he 1b singled out us un ex¬
ceptionally uufortuuate man. If Aunio
Tracy was betrayed aud sought to hide
her shame, who is her betrayer? Did
she take the fatal dose, or was she uided
in the attempt at abortion or suicide?
These ure questions that have arisen uud
¦o satisfactory uuswers have been found,
und from prosout indications, will not
be, und the grave will forever keep the
secret.
