Fhe Board of County Commis¬

sioners Again Divided

The regular monthly meeting yester¬
day of the Bourd of County Commis¬
sioners, the Uret of the uew Board since
it succeeded in eflectiug an organization,
was the occasion of another "dead jock."
The Board convened at 10 a. in., and did
not adjourn till after 5 p. m. The hitch
was on the choice of a Superintendent of
the County IuiUriuary. There was a

new nil understanding outside of the
Board thut the Democratic members
were in honor bouud to ussist the Re¬
publicans in electing a man, uud this
impression was shared by the Republi¬
cans in the Board, and by one or two of
the Democratic members, but the under¬
standing wua not acted upon, the Demo¬
crats, with two exceptions, scattering
their votes once or twice to Hepublicau
applicants, but nover voting with the
Heimblieuns as a body.
There was u large number of candi¬

dates. Mr. McGregor put in nomination
Beruurd Shun ley, and Junius Creighton,
the present incumbent, was au applicant
and received the solid Democratic sup¬
port most of the time. The other ap¬
plicants were August Bauers, of Kim
Grove, J. S. Garviu, Taylor Foreman, J.
W. Gonter, John 8. Creightpn, B. Kickus,
Owen Sullivan and J. T. Maxwell.
On the first ballot Juutcs Creightou

received the fiyo Democratic votes;Tay¬
lor Foreman 2, J. T. Maxwell 1, J. S.
Garvin 1 and August Bauers 1, of the
Kepublicaus.Seventeen ballots wero taken without
result, and then a recess was taken.
After the recess James Creighton re¬
ceived Uve votes and J. T. Maxwell five,
and on another ballot each of the Messrs.
Creighton received live votes. This waa
the twenty-seventh ballot. After this
an executive session was hold, and when
tho doors wero^opened the Board ad¬
journed till next Monduy. It is said
there is a good chance of electing next
Monday.

Dr. J. 1'. Birney was awarded tho con¬
tract for medical attendance on prisoners
in the county jail, at his bid of &12o. His
competitors were Dr. George 1. Garrison,
who bid $100, and Dr. II. C. Brunuon,
who bid $105.

AN lMI'OHTANT .MATTER.
President Dobbins brought to the no*

tico of the Board a matter of a good deal
of interest.tho issuing of county poor
orders to persons not in tho Infirmary.
The expense to tho county for the care
of such persons last year was over $10,-
000, while tho luflrinary and its inmates
only cost $5,000. A great many shrewd
and unscrupulous persons Impose ou tho
commissioners, lu 1888 ouo person re¬
ceived county aid who had $000 in tho
bank. Tho disproportion between the
cost of aid to outdoor'paupers aud those
in the inllrinary has grown woreo every
year, and Mr. Dobbins thought some¬
thing ought to bo done to remedy the
evil. After a good deal of talk, a resolu¬
tion offered by Mr. Clruso, providing for
a committee of three to take this mutter
into consideration and report to the
Board somo method of keeping down the
county poor expenses, was adopted, aud
tho chair appointed as such committee
Messrs. Gruse, McGregor and Koch.

Charles IJ. Berry, the well-known

ropo anil cordage merchant and dealer
in boat tackle and other supplies, died
at 4:30 o'clock yesterday afternoon at
his residence, corner of Ohapliuo and
Twentieth streets, aged between sixty
and seventy years.
The deceased was actively engaged in

the rope, twine and general cordage
business, first as a manufacturer and
latterly as u wholesale and retail mer¬

chant, from his youth up to the time of
bis death. He was born in Boston,
March 4, 1826. His father was a

native o! England, and while young
emigrated to Boston, where he mar¬
ried. About ouo year after the
birth of the deceased, his father moved
his family to Cincinnati, and four years
later moved to this place, where he man¬
ufactured the first inanilla roue made
west of the Allegheny Mountains. His
rope walk occupied an orchard in North
Wheeling, near where tlie foundry of Jo¬
seph Bell & Co. now stands. The busi¬
ness proved a successful one, aud in
1830 the old gentleman was enabled to
build u walk and residence out the Na¬
tional road, near l'ulton. Soon after the
big panic struck the country, and from
18117 to 1811, the ropo busiuess
reached such n low ebb that the
elder Berry was forced tn turn
the business over to lteilick .McKec, a

well remembered old time citizen; but in
18-!/) Charles II. Berry, the deceased, suc¬
ceeded to the business his futber had
started, lie soon fouud himself ham¬
pered for want of facilities and securing
an eligible tract of land below Benwoou,
built u large rupe walk there, llere he
continued ill business till116(10, when
finding it impossible to compete in man¬
ufacturing, he sold the property and lo¬
cated here engaging iu tliu job¬
bing business exclusively. He was
then located on Water street, where in
1871 ho was burned out; the loss was
$12,500 . Ijiaurunco $8,000. He then
rented on Slain streot, and in the course
of tun (lavs hull laid iu an extensive
stock. Iu the course of two weeks this
warehouse was also discovered to be on

fire, tfiit was fortuuutely savod with but
little loss. Shortly after lie uiovod back
to Water street, and in 1870 moved back
on Muin street, at No, 11115. Later he
moved back on Water street occupying
the building on the corner of the Stauim
llouse alley, where lie has been ever
since, doing a good paying business that
lias enabled him to prosper in other
ways.
He was married in October, 1857, to

Grace, eldest daughter of W. McMecben,
of Marshall county, who died the suc¬
ceeding June. Ill the full of 18511 he
next married Agnes, second daughter of
Mr. McMecben. by whom ho bus bad
fourchlldren.tlircesons mid a daughter.
The deceased up to within a very short

time enjoyed uniformly good health,
and the news of his ileutli will lie con¬
siderable of u surprise to » largo portion
of the community. Mr. Berry was it
niau respected bv all, and his death will
be sincerely regretteil by a largo num¬
ber. while his family will have the sym¬
pathy of a largo circle of friends.

Elsou, of tbe Elsou glass works, Martin's
Ferry; It. J. Beatty, of A. J. Ueatty &
Sous, of Steubenville; A. J. Smith, of the
Nickel I'late Ulass Company, of Fostoria,
and Jauies Daliell, of Daliell, (iiimore
ii I.elghton Company, of Fiuillay, and
other glass manufacturers and glass
workers wcro at Columbus last week
working against the passage of the
bill. In this region and in many
other towns fourteen-yeajr-old hoys, in
fact boys of all ages, are scarce. U'his is
especially true at Findlay, Fostoria,
Tillln and other gas towns in Ohio and
other States. When Daliell Bros. & Oil-
more were at Wellsburg all sorts of In¬
ducements were held out to Induce fam¬
ilies with boys to locate there, and this
is so of other towns. In the largerclties
there are scores of hoys and the condi¬
tion of affairs is different. Says a writer
in tbe 1'ultcry Journal: "Take two boys
aged fourteen ami ten years respective¬
ly, to a glass blower and ask him which
be wants, and he will take tho ten-years-
old every time. They are generally
brighter, more active and learn quicker,

.'Glass blowers who cotnuicnced at the
ago of 8,10 and 11 are, as a rule, the boat
workmen. A 10-veur-olii is also prefer¬
able in a nail factory to operate self-
feeders. For very heavy work the 14-
year-old Is the better. Many mothers
are left widows with several hoys, tho
oldest of whom is 12. Unless comforta¬
bly situated, she cannot send them to
school, and they must go to work in the
factories. If tho bill passes, what Is to
become of her? She hus too much
honor to breuk up housekeeping and
send ber children to homes. The writer
was left fatherless at the age of tl, aud
had to hiiBtle, and knows how it goes.
Hccently Messrs. A. J. Smith and James
Ualzell brought a large number of hoys
from reform schools in tbe East, so
scurco are they in their towns. All of
tlieso youngsters are earninggood wa^es.
the greater number moru than married
men earn for luboring, and in a few
years they will ho making big wages,
largo numbers of these little fellows
earn $1 00 per day, anil soiuo more."
