TO CONFIRM APPOINTMENTS
Of tho President by a I'urty Vole.A
Parody an Lobulation at tho
Kvonlnjf He»*lim iiriho House,
other Washington Now*.

Washinuiok, I). 0,, Feb, 10,.The
Senate to-day proceeded to the consider¬
ation ol the Sundry Civil appropriation
kill. Among tho amendment* reported
by the Committee on Appropriation!
and agreed to by the Senate was one for
tho .completion of tho postoffice building
at Fort Scott, Kansas, $8,000. Also
$3,000 for expenses of a board of three
engineers, officers of tho Aimy, to ex,
amine the northwest coast for a deep
water harbor.
Mr. Harris interrupted the reading of

the bill to call attention to the large
number of unconfirmed nominalions.
tie held it to bo as much the duty of the
President to make nominations to fill
official vacancies as to perform any other
official duty, and as much tho duty of
tho Senato to consider and confirm or
reject such nominations as to perform
any other Senatorial duty.

fie recalled tho facts that President
Arthur had, after the Presidential elec¬
tion of 1884, sent to the Senate 012 nomi¬
nations, all of which were confirmed ex¬
cept 20. and tbat President Hayes, had,
after the Presidential election of 1880,
sent to tUe Senate 080 nominations,
nearly all of which wore confirmed. In
view of these facts, he moved that the
Senato'do now proceed to tho considera¬
tion of executive business.

The Work of Hunting for the

Dead is Still Going On.

TWENTY BODIES RECOVERED
So Far.Tlio Hotel Hull Not ifocii

Considered Hal'i- ami Somebody
Is Criminally at Fault lutlio

Mutter-Tho Vlutlms.

Haivwoud, Cons., Feb. 10..Work on
the ruins of the Park Central stopped
¦bout 12:30 thin morning, having reach¬
ed rather Inefficient conditions at that
hour, and the opinion prevailing that
uo one could longer be ulivu in tlio
debris. This morning at 7 o'clock it wan
resumed. It laconductod under or very
near the remaining portion of the struc¬
ture, and iB at considerable risk.
The rooms split in two are open [or in¬

spection and are a suggestive picture of
the lilmey construction in tlio walls.
The building bus long been under sus¬
picion. No Hartford Insurance com¬
pany would touch it and thu local insur¬
ance officers have personally denounced
it to the city government. Work went
on this morning for several hours with¬
out finding any bodies, liut about 11
o'clock two were found and in u half
hour they were taken out, covered with
blankets and carried to tlio coroner.
One was Identified by Mr. 8. W. (lalvin
as the Itov. Dr. L, I'errin, of Torrington,
u widely known congregational millili¬
ter. The other was IiIb wife. A third
body was soou brought in uud proved to
be William Boyle, of this city, who had
a room in the hotel.
A large fragment of the bollor has been

found seventy-live feet from where tlio
boiler originally stood, It was the liack
of it and weighs 210 pounds.
Alex Thuyer, the engineer, who was

arrested yesterday charged with man¬
slaughter, was in court this morning.
At tlio time of the opening of the court
Amos ltlsloy, tlio assistant engineer, had
not been found, lie was iu charge of
tlio boiler at the time of banking the Are
at midnight. Soou after thu opening of
court ltlsloy was brought in and the two
men on a charge of manslaughter plead¬ed not guilty and their cases were ad¬
journed for one week. Bail has not been
obtained. The men assert that they are
in no way respousiblo for tlio horror.
Tliuyer was arrested live months ago
charged with attempting to shoot a muu.
The case is now before thu SuperiorCourt.
