JUDGE maxwell's OPINION.

In anttwer to the question, "Who will
be Governor on tho fourth of March
next?" Judge Maxwoll said to tho In-
Tfi.M«Ej;cKU reporter:
"Gen Nathan Gofl' will bo Governor.

Gov. Wilson claims that ho has the right
to hold over until the contest between
Fleming anil Goff is nettled. Gov. Wil¬
son is right in this claim to the extent
tlint ho iniiHt not allow* n vacancy to
exist for a moment in tho ofllco of Gov¬
ernor, and must himself hold the oflico
until soDie one appears with the right to
|*rform the duties of tho ofllco. But it I
will he the duty of Gen. GofT when the
4th of March hIiiiII coino, or as soon
thereafter as lie can, to go beforo some
Judge, Notary Public, or other porsou
who ran administer an oath and take
the oath of ofllco by which he will
'qualify' himself to exercise tho powers
and duties of tho ofllce of Governor to
which he was elected by tho people.
When Gen. Goll shall do this and pro¬
duce the evidence of it to Gov. Wilson,
he will doubtless surrender the ofllco to
him. Any little difference that may
arise between Gov. Wilson and Gen.
GolFnre to be settled, per agreement, by
the courts and not by tho military.
( Alii; AND WOODS MAY IIAVK A CIIANCH.
"l!ut, if for any reason General Goffl

should not appear to exercise tho duties
of the oilico on the 4th of March it will
he the duty of Senator Carr, as Presi-
dent of the Senate, to act as Governor
until General Goffappears to enter upon
the duties of tho ofllce. It would bo tiio
duty of Governor Wilson under these
circumstances to surrender tho ofllce to
President Carr, and ho would doubtless
do so very promptly.

Hut, if neither General Goffnor Presi¬
dent L'arr shall appear to relievo Gov-1
prnor Wilson from tho duties of tho
office there still remains tho lion. J. J.
woods, Speaker of the Housoof Dolo-
gate*, who has the same rights that Presi-1
aunt l'arr has, hut subsequent to Presi-
dent Carr. So Governor Wilson, in no
event, will likely be encumbered with
tlie olhec very long,
"Hut how can General Goffbo Govcr-i

nor when the Speaker of tho House of
delegates and the U-gislnturo refused to
open urn publish the returns oftho elec¬
tion and declare him elected to tho
olllce?

"That question puzzles ft great many
people, but there is nothing in it. Gen-
t ral Goir gets liis right and title to tho
oflico by and through tho ballots of tho
people/who havo given hitn a pluralityol their vote, wliioh lias been judiciallydetermined by the county courts of tho
State, and neither tho action or non¬
action of the Speaker can enlarge or
abridge his rights as derived dircctlyfrom the people. The duty imposed
upon the Speaker to "open and publish'?tho returns is the merest ministerial
duty, and if performed by him would
amount to nothing more than to give to
tlu» public at one time evidence of tho
title to tho ofllco in tho person who

[or the transportation of Government
moneys and securities to tho United
States Express Company, of which Mr.
Ihotuns 0. l'iatt is President.

It Ib in)possible to give the exactrates
at which the Borvice is to bo performed
under the new contract, but it is stated
at .the Treasury Department that the
rates offered to tho Government by the
United States Company ovor the lines
controlled by it are from thirty-llvo to
fifty per cent leas than tho rates now
paid tho Adams Express Company for
the service over its lines, and that tho
rates overall connecting lines aro tho
.amo aa now paid jpr similar service.
The Adaius has held the contract for
this 'service since 1870, and performed
the principal portion of it for years prior
to that date.
An idea of tho extent and importanceof this service may bo gained from the

(net that the shipments of paper money
alono during tho past fourteen years ag¬
gregated over twelve billion dollars.
This includes United States notes, bank
notes, bonds aud all kinds of certlllcates.
Tho average annual shipment of national
bank notes and United States notes is
$401,000,000. The movement of gold,
silver aud subsidiary coin is on a corre¬
spondingly large scale.

The alleged Injustice of their recent],

adopted schedule ia being continual);
held up before them. They have beei
visited almost daily by the officials o
some one of the Iowa lilies until nearly
if not all, have had a hearing, and tin
board baa been made acquainted witi

- the grievances of each.
Some of the roads have uot mereli

talked on the aubject, but have pre
eented their claims by estimates of tliei
business, and upon the face of thesi
figures the Commissioner's rates uri
proved to be unreasonably low. Tin
Chicago, Rock Island AI'acilic Companj
laid before the Commissioners a statu
uient of their earnings for 1888 unilei
the old rates. With this statement wai
compared another, making proper re
ductlouB for the dUTerenco in the ratei
now In force, and it was clearly shown
that the earnings would have been uiori
than 27 per cent less (or the year 188S
bail the present schedule been in force,
Tlie sauie comparison was made by the

Chicago St Northwestern, anil it was
shown that the difference in their earn¬
ings would have boen 27.11 per cent,
while the Chicago, Burlington it Quincy
made a difference o( over .'10 per ceni.
The Des Moines & Northwestern road's
representative stated that in order to
carry on their business safely this year,
the company would be compelled to lay
considerable track and make other cost¬
ly improvements, but this could not be
done with the new schedule in force,
and if it is maintained the only course
left for the company is to quit business
and abandon thoroad.

All the roads urge the necessity of
immediate action toward an advanco in
rates. They claim that unless such
steps are taken Boon Inter-State rates
will be reduced, which will, so fur as
Iowa shippers are conccrned, place the
rato on the Bame footing as before the
idoption of tho present schedule. Hut
the reduction of Inter-State rates Is not
what the railroads fear most. There can
hardly bo a doubt tlmt the Iowa rate
will bo adopted in other States. A
movement to that end has already be¬
gun in several other States.
Mr. Doy, President of tho Commis¬

sion, says that if the Iowa low rates have
the effect on the earnings of the roads
which the managers claim, it means
bankruptcy for the companies. "Such
a state of uUuIrs," ho added,, "would he
most embarrassing to the Iowa Commis¬
sioners. They would be held to account
lor all the disaster that might follow,
and, besides, it would greatly damage
tho standing and credit of the State.
When tho Commissioners made the
present schedule the attention was to
alfect local State rates only, but accord¬
ing to tho estimates that have been made
before the board lately, the eirect of de¬
creasing the whole earnings of the Iowa
roads liss been very great. Mr. Dey in¬
timated that tho Commissioners would
not change the Bcheilulo until it bad
been tested and proved to>be unreason¬
able.

IiupruvumonlM that will Mnke tlie New York
Division tho Finest.

Philadelphia, March 1..Ail official
of tho Pennsylvania railroad stutod to¬
day tliat the improvements on the com¬
pany's line to New York would bo rap¬
idly puahed to completion.
Ho laid that when finished tho New

York division will be the finest railroad
In tho country, if not in the world.
Plana havo been prepared on a most
liberal scale, and the result will proba¬
bly be the reduction of the running time
between Philadelphia and New York
from two hours to ono hour and three-
quarters, and perhaps on ono or two
trains to nn hour and a half.
Within the last week tho company has

bought several pieces of real estate in
Elizabeth and otlior towns along the
road. Upon this additional tracks
necessary to make tho road a four-track
lino will be laid. About ton miles of
third track and llftoon of fourth track
are yet to bo laid. These gaps are chiefly
in the city, where the land is high, and
its purchase was left until the last mo¬
ment. These plots aro now being bought
up. But the great improvement willbo
at Jersey City, whero tho surface tracks
running to tho ferry will bo elevated. A
million dollars will bo spent on this
work alone.
A charter has boon taken out by tho

company for a railroad, called tho Wav-
erlv k Passaic Italiroail, which will make
a detour over the Newark Meadows,
around Nowark, thus enabling the com¬
pany to send its live frelghtuy a short
line, and avoid running through New¬
ark. Another roail. tho Wnverly A
Now York Bay, will bo built from Wav-
erly to tho National docks at Jersey
City, which will accommodate tho
freight seeking that outlet. From Wnv¬
erly to Jersey City the present road will
practically bo given up to passenger
traffic.
"With all freight trains removed from

tho routo of express trains, with an Im¬
proved road bed, and better arrange¬
ments for running fast trains through
cities, we oxwet," concluded the official,
"that thd cighty-olght miles between
Jersey City and Philadelphia can bo
covered in as many minutes, leaving
seventeen minutes (or tho ferriage across
tho Hudson river."

I'ATKlOTIHil AT A DISCOUNT,

P°sfi Charles Tupper has sailed from
Havro and will urrlve In Canuda in a
fuw days. It Is now certain that im¬
mediately upon bis arrival In Ottawa It
will be publicly announced that a new
Cabinet will bo formed under bis lcader-
shlp. Sir John MacDonald will, at tho
cloHt) of the present Hussion of Parliament,
viBit England, bo raised to tho peerage
by Her Majesty and receive the appoint¬
ment of British AmbaBsadorto Washing¬
ton. Sir Hector Langoven. it is also con¬
sidered as positive, will ho appointed
Canadian High Commissioner to tng-land.
A Cabinet minister stated to ino last

evening that tho report was correct, but
that tho announcement was premature.
TI10 object of the Government in con¬
tradicting tho slntoment was to throw
tho opposition off tho secret and to pre¬
vent any reforenco being made in Par-
liamont to tho matter until Sir Charles
arrived at tho Capitol. Tho intention
of tho I'rorolor to retire has been known
to tho Cabinet for somo months and the
wholo matter of tho change has been
thoroughly discussed. Tho two leading
French Canadian ministers in tho pres¬
ent Cabinet aro Sir HectorLangevin and
Hon. J. A. Chapleau, botweon whom
there exists great animosity. Sir Hector
is a good executive officer, but has no
hold in hlsown province, where ho cauie
near being defeated at tho last general
election. Hon. Mr. Chapleau istho leader
of the Conservative liarty in Quebec, and
successfully carried the Conservative
bannor to victory through the Kiel agi¬tation in that province ut tho last gen-
oral election. When Sir Charles Tupper
wus asked to assume tho leadership of
tlio Governmont I10 made it a stipulation
that Hon. J. A. Chapleau should assist
kiiu. Sir Hector Langevin refused to
accept a portfolio In a Tupper-Cbap-
ieau Government, and iu order to
overcome this difficulty It was de¬
cided that Sir Hector Bhould bp ap¬
pointed Canadian High Commissioner
to England in tho place of Sir Charles
Tupper. Her Majesty, through the
Governor General, has expressed her
appreciation ol tho sorvico rendered
Eugiand by Sir John MacDonald during
his long and eventful public carcor, and
has signified her desire that he should
bo raised to tho peerage.

trictof Columbia wore represented iu
the convention by 147 delegates. The
committee also reported that tho con¬

testing Virginia delegations had keen
harmonized and admitted an a unit. The
Committee on Iiesolutlons, through its
Chairman, 0, T, Qray, of Massachusetts,
submitted its report, which waa adopted
by a rising rote amid tho greatest out¬
burst ol enthusiasm dovolopod during
the convontlon.
Alter tho resolutions had been dispos¬ed of, the roll ol States wus culled (or tho

purpose of hearing reports of tho various
State leagues.
Tho reports showed tho growth of the

League and tho rcsultsof organized workin the last campaign. Some of tho re¬
ports were received with cheers, ami es¬
pecially those showing the work done In
the doubtful States.
Vice Presidents of tho National Leagueselected by their respect! ve State leagues

were named, among them boing these:

M. Bowers, West Virginia,
An executive committee was named

Humphrey, of Now York, as Secretary,and Phineas 0. Lownesbury, of Connec¬
ticut, as Treasurer.
An amendment to the constitution,providing for increased representationIn tho Leaiiuo was referred to tho

Executive Committee. The amend¬
ment proposes to allow two delegatesfrom each Congressional district
and two at large from each Statu aud
Territory represented in the League.The executive committee was instructed
to rovlso the constitution in sucli re¬
spects as it may deem necessary and pre¬sent tho revision at the nextannual con¬
vention, which it is dccidcd will be held
in Nashville, Tenn., at such time as tho
executive committoo may select. Tho
convontlon then adjourned.
