not be to the advantage of the constitu¬
ents of every mau who holds a seat In

had to sufler, This explain* to mum
extent why commodities which seemed
to have ample protection under tho law
wore In the administration of the law
hardly protected at all.

ltotectlon being tho policy of tho
country, wrltton in lb laws and after a

closely contested strugglo ondoned by
tho people, tho Treasury Department
should feel It n duty to interpret the
tariff laws In the light of that doclarod
policy, Tho tariffon wool, for example,
Is not/or revenue. Everybody admits
that It li for Protection, and protect It
should so far a* the rules go.

Not everyone can bo a contortionist.

Some feats are absolutely impossible to
the average man. Others, again, depend
less on peculiarities of structure than on
those of function. When we como to
consider what, and how great, are the
deviations from the normal structure of
bones, joints and musclcs, wo feel at
once the difficulty of defining precisely
what is normal. The range ofindlvidual
variation is wonderfully great. I have
seen human shoulder-blades so different
that If tneywere the bones of unknown
animals sent for examination to Huxley's
scientific inhabitant of Saturn, it is
highly probable that lie would assign
them to dlllercnt species. To a mure
familiar illustration, it is well known
that children differgrcatly In theirabill-
ty to turn out tbelr toes. Fuilure to do
so does not imply awkwardness, but
often depends solely on the shape of tho
bones of the leg, which offers a hin¬
drance which it is useless cruelty to call
on the child to overcome at once, though
It may yield to long-continued treat¬
ment. Now, just as sotne children nat¬
urally turn out their toes more than
others, sosomo can bend tbelr backs
and twist tbemaelves more than others,
and In all likelihood tho primary
cause Is In both eases a peculiarity
of structure which may well havo
been Increased and accentuated by suit¬
able exercises, till in some cases the pe¬
culiarity has become so prououncod that
It must be called abnormal. Many curi¬
ous questions are Involved in this study,
which are puzzles to anatomists and sur-

geous as well sb to others. Thero ore
various points, of little practical Import¬
ance, which are so familiar that one is
surprised to find out how little tliey are
understood. One of these is: What is
tho actual condition In loose-jointed or

"double-Jointed" persons, as they are
called? What occurs when people
"snap tbelr joints," or wheu some move¬
ment of the knee causes a sudden re¬
port? I am not aware that these latter
questions havo ovor been satisfactorily
answered.
