When cited by tho City of Chester ou

Monday last, in latitude -IS, 55, north
longitude 117, 10 west, the decks aft
and the sails were in pUces, but the
vessel was floating, and although the
reporting steamer expressed the belief
that she would shortly founder, this did
not occur during all the tiwu that
elapsed from the time she was first sight¬
ed. The Denmark was floating directly
iu the track of the Traui- Atlantio steam¬
ers and we believe beyond perodventure
that the passengers and crew were taken
od'some time, possibly as far back as a

couple of days before the City
of Chester sighted tho wrack, since
the Denmark, having left Chrlstiau^nd
on the ttlth of March, should
under ordinary circumstances have ad¬
vanced considerably beyond the position
found in. If tho wrecked passengers
and crew -had not been picked up theywould naturally, even if barked iu boats
and on rafts, have reinuined in tho
neighborhood of the wreck, the presence
of which would bo much more likely to
attract the passing steamers than small
boals or rafts would, Tho City of Ches¬
ter evidently did not find the slightest
wreckage near tho vessel such as
might lie attributable to smashed or
otherwise incapacitated boats. We con-

lldently believe, therefore, that with the
possible exception of single casualties,
such as may occur during tho transfer of
ho many people from ono vessel to an¬

other, the passengers and crew of the
Denmark are sale #pil will ere long be
heard of as on board of one 9/ tbo Trans-
Atlantic stenmers.

These facta, In
connection with tho narrow demand for
rails, indicate that the consumption of
Iron In other forms inuBt he increasing.The domand for sheet Iron is fair and
rails aro firm at $27 to $27 GO, thoughsales aro but 10,000 tons. Nails aro
firmer, and bar Iron is still irregularand low. Fig Iron Is rather weaker, and
some southern Is offered below $17, for
No. 1, while mill Iron ranges from $14 70
to $15 60.
