Ur»t fagtaal ot Tuesday.
N«w Yuax, May 1..Theru la every-

where heard the higbeat possible praino
lor the successful manner in which the
ihonater military pageant waa handled
yesterday. Never in the history of the
country except on the final review of
the army In Washington at the close of
the war,.were so many men in rank,
nearly 60,000 uniformed troops being in
line. Mayor General Schotleld's orders
were carried out with military exactness
and every detail executed without error
or delay, despite the large number of
men and the immense crowds that
thronged the streets. There was but
one delay of any moment iu passing the
reviewing stand and that brief resting
spell waa a welcome relief to the review¬
ing party in the aix hour duty luipoBed
upon it. As President Harrison rode
aloug the Hue of march up 11roadway and
Fifth avenue from Wall to Twenty-third
atreet the way waa lined on both sides
by solid walla of soldiers, a sight that
iinpreaaed him more than all otner fea¬
tures of the celebration witli a sense of
the might of the country of niassivenesa
and atrength that could not be over¬
thrown.

It waa expected that New York and
Pennsylvania would turn out a great
number of men, and they fulfilled the
expectation, New Jersey and Connecti¬
cut surprised all by doing more than had
been looked for, hut the State ot Ohio,
considering everything, carried oil the
honors with her nearly 4,000 well drilled
men in line, under command of the
Governor of the State.

flees to hold or acquire territory, or to t
triumph over foreign foes, but the lie- 1
public's greatest war, during Its century i

of progress thus far, lias been for the i
freedom of labor, the emancipation of
mankind, the supremacy of law.
Through all tho day, historic names,
worn uniforms and tattered Hags again
and again reminded the Citizen Soldier
who now lllls tho clinir of Washington
of a strife in which ho also had an lion-
orablo part, of the sacrifices freely made
by millions of citizens and the suffer-
Ings freely endured, of the grand hero-
ism developed anu proved, and of the
triumph ot a noble cause. But best ot
all, the blended standards of Northern
and Southern Slates now bear witness
that victors and vanquished in thatgreat
contest have become able to rejoice to-
gethor that freedom and National unity
nntvflllftd.
That was a quarter ol a contury ago,

but do heroism and noble manhood live
only In the veterans who are going down
the Blope of life ? The blue-Jacketa who
man the warships in tho Bay.are they
unworthy ol tho glorious past? Listen
only to the words of the London Ttlc-
graplt, which camo but yesterday across
tho seas, in comment upon the latest
proof of American manhood in tho hur¬
ricane at Apia:
"We do not know in all naval rccords

any sound which makes a finer music
upon tho ear than that cheer of the
Trenton's men. It was distressed man¬
hood greeting triumphant manhood, the
doomed greeting the saved; it was

pluckier«nd more human than any cry
ever raised upon tho deck of a victorious
linc-of-baUtlo-sbip; It never can be for-
gotten, and nevor must be forgotten by
Englishmen speaking of Americans."

Tlie freedom which welds into one

great Nation the Immigrants from every
land, and kindles In all the ambition to
bo worthy of a glorious past and heroic
ancestry, has not lost Its power to ele¬
vate anil ennoblo. Nor is the progres¬
sive manhood of tho Nation displayed
only in danger. From ovory part ol tho
Vay may bo seen the flags which tell of a
service unknown a century ago, to
which all tho advancos of sclonco contri¬
bute, and by which the Nation strives
to save from danger and from loss by
warning of coming storms. In tho har¬
bor and on land may bo seon tho build¬
ings of public charities, by which a phi¬
lanthropy. scarcely known In Its broader
manifestations a contury ago, strives to
alleviate human suffering, to protcot tho
millions against contagion, to caro (or
tho homolcM and helpless. Eron the
splendid building in which the
l'rcsldont was received, perhaps
the most cosily slaucture in tho
city, Iwlongs not to millionaires, but to
the widows and orphans of many thou¬
sand cltliens, who have Invested there
and elsewhere $110,000,000 of saving! for
the protection of loved ones against
want. Tlieso Institutions, too, In which
more thsn A,000,000 Americana are In¬
sured for tho benefit of others, tell of
ADothor progress during tlie lut coutury,
and a progress mora rapid here than In
any other laud. And even the prosaic
granite, guarded by soldiers, protecting
a nation's treasury, at tho corner of Wall
and Nassau, was eloquent to those who
remembered that Its great store of gold
and silver Is the proof that a Nation ol
Ireo men lias been found the only Na¬
tion on earth cheerfully to Ux Itself for
a quarter ol» century to redoein public
pledge* and to reduce a public debt.
