VKHY IIAlin TO TELL,
"I take it that what I may say on this

subject would have little weight, be¬
cause people are aware of the utter un¬

reliability of doctor's decisions that a
person Is dead. The cases of suspended
animation in which the facta are discov¬
ered to date are simply loo numerous.
They spook for themselves. The young
woman in Jefferson has now been ap¬
parently dead nine days, and still no
sign of decomposition appears. What
can thiamean ? But one thing, and that
is that from some cause decomposition
has been kept off; life is all that would
do that outside of embalming, which
has not been used in this case, so I am
told.

"J have a esse in mind where tho body
of a young man waa buried in a vault,
and in threo ye»s the body wsi re¬
moved and found to bo not decomposed.
The physicians considered that fact
strange, and laid the body on the dis¬
secting table to study it. An incision
was made with a scalpel, and instantly
the man arose, being thoroughly resus¬
citated. He lived for years, too,

"I had the pleasure last fall of Inter¬

viewing a lady near Indianapolis, who
came to life after iourteeu days of sus¬

pended animation, lier little brother
cluug to her against the will of her
parents. Six doctors came in and made
their usual tests, and at last it was con¬
sidered foolish to keep the body any
longer, But the boy threw hiuisolf on
his sister, and said they should not put
her under the ground, Mind you, six
Indianapolis physicians had Bhakun
their heads and said that she was dead.
"'No! Nol Sadie is notdeadl' cried

tho brother. Accidentally he pushed aside
the bandage which held herjaw in place.It fell, and tho people In tbo room saw
it. The brother saw it, too, and noticed
that bis sister's tongue was slowly mov¬ing,
" 'Seo See I' he cried, 'she is alive I'

They all saw and were horrified,
'"What do you want, sister?" asked

tho hoy." 'Wad-tor, wad-ter,' came the answer
from the woman supposed to be dead.

"Thoy gave her water and she revived

and is still living, having since married.
I had a talk with her shortly after, 1
am making this subject my special study,
and I tell you it borrllles me to learn all
that Is going on.
"It is impossible to tell what porson Is

so constituted as to he liable to fall into
a trance. Therefore, friends ought not to
rely on the mere word of a physician.It does no harm to wait a few days. As
long as the body maintains a good ap-
pearanco it will hurt nothing to delaytho burial. From the beginning of this
year I kept account of the eases of sus¬
pended animation discovered and repor¬ted in tho papers. Thoy averaged one a
week in the United States. That is a
fact which should cause physicians to
be vory careful when they pronounce pa¬
tients dead."

CAUSED BY A LONG DROUTH,

lioavy Low* in Iho Lumbor Regions
and on iho ftuluth Iran ltange.

Ashland, Wis., May 5..Furious flreB
aro raging in Northern Wisconsin loreats,
and unless a heavy rain soon falls there
will be more loss to property than has
been already reported. Railroad men

arriving over the Omaha road report that
the (oreat from Ashland to Clear Lake.
150 milts, is ablaxo. Many thousand
(eet ol ties have been destroyed, and
some towns are endangered. Over on the
Fond Uu Lao Indian Reservation $5,000
worth ol logs on sltida were burned.
Loggers who were Interviewed to-night
say that they expect great losaeslf rain
does not come soon. On the eastern out¬
skirts ot Ashland liauies in the woods
gained such headway that assistance was
asked of citliens to protect property.A largo force of men organised abucket
brigade aud succeeded in preventing
serious destruction of property, but 1,760
cords ol wood were burned. The large
new plant ol the Fausb Manufacturing
Company had i narrow escape. Heavy
clouds of Binoko make the air heavy in
the city, and on the lake it Islike a thick
fog,
A dense cloud of Bmoko from burning

brusli and timber bangs over Dulutb.
From ineagro reports from all the sur¬
rounding country brought inby travelers
and truinmen, forest tires, of considera¬
ble magnitude and of a dangerous and
destructive character, aro raglug in near¬
ly all directions from the city within a
radius of fifty miles and more. Cord
wood, piles, telegraph poles, ties, Ac.,
have been destroyed in many different
localities, and In somo instances settlers
houses and outbuildings have been burn¬
ed. The Urea seem to be worse in the
line of tho Dulutb Iron ltange, west to
Thompson and south beyond Barnum,
and on the Northern Pacific as far as
Norman, twenty miles beyond the North¬
ern Pacity Junction.
There are reports of damago from the

settlements back of this city, on country
roads, fr«m tho Ashland Divlalon of the
Northern Pacific and elsewhere.
Tho limited from St. Paul passed

through tires on either side of the track
from below lJarnum. It was so hot and
the Binoko. ao dense that the doors of the
cars had to bo kept shut. On one side
of the track, this side of Barnum, a
dwelling houao was burning, and on the
other slue flro was in the staples and out¬
buildings. Tho Northern Pacific trestle
car Walbridgo, on tho West Superior
lino, was burned. There has been bo
little rainfall In this lection this spring
that tho country is very dry, and the
woods furnish easy food lor tho flames
Unless rain comes very soon there Is
likely to be very great damaiio. There
is little wind, but the fires shoot ahead
through tho dry brush aud wood at a
terrific rato. No estimate of tho dam
ago dono can be given.
