The Decline in Pig Iron Aston

ishes the Trade.

THE LOWEST PRICE KNOWf
In Tbla Cuuntry.The Tbumu Com
pany'ai Out-An Interview With
President Clarke . Hopeful
that Trade Will "I'lck

Sew York CoiMMrriol BuUclin.
Tbe moat striking feature in the iror

trade the past few days has been a "out'
ol II CO per ton In the price oi foundrj
pig iron by the Thomas Iron Company,
The highest grade manufactured by thai
concern la now quoted at $10 SO, and
their No. 2 X at $16 60 per ton, A re
duction ol $1 baa been looked lor and
dlacounted, but the additional 60 conU
decline, which was foreshadowed exclu¬
sively in tbe llulUtin, took the trade by
surprise and has made matters exceed¬
ingly disagreeable (or the many "cheap
Johns" who have appeared In tbe market
latterly. The "cheap" bousea have cal¬
culated upon $17 (or No. 1 X Thomas,
and an opportunity to secure $16 60 or
thereabout* (or their goods, but they
are now driven to taking $111 or less lor
their very best Iron or quitting tbe mar¬
ket. The change has not been made
long enough to admit o( its full effect
being measured, but tbe probabilities are
that it will lead ultimately to a consider¬
able reduction in output and suspensionof the much too rapid progress ia the
erection ol new pig iron plants. In
other branches o( tbe Iron trado there
have been no new developments of Im¬
portance. Business is slow, more or lefe
disappointing in nearly every depart¬
ment, and values continue rather weak
throughout,

IMO IKON.

Business In American pig iron has
been practically at a atandstill, tho trade
having not aa yet had time to determine
tbe full effect of tho reduction of $160
made in tbe price of Thomas foundryirotfT The latter, according to official
announcement, will bo supplied during
May und Juno to cuatomers who have
bad orders with the Company, at $10 60
for No. 1 X and $16 60 for No. 2 X.
Orders will not be taken, however, from
coosutnora or other buyers except those
who bad been Thomas customers the
tlrat quarter ol the year. That Is to aay,tho Thomas Company adheres to the
policy ol standing by those buyers whohave confidence in tho concern, treatingthem fairly, but grants no favors to anyono else. Whether competition will
continue as active as it was under the
$18 rate, or be cut down by tho fact of
Iota in operating furnaccs under presentextremely low values remains to be
seen. The ono (act atandlng out very
plainly ia that the market is demoral¬
ized ; a result of overproduction, more
particularly in the South, where very
little consideration (or tho (uture is en¬
tertained. The Thomas Company has
refused offers on over 16,000 tons from
"outside" quarters at tbe reduced prices.

STKBL RAILS.
There has been no change in tbe con¬

dition of the rail market. The statement
comes from a trustworthy source that
tho Louisville & Nashville order for
10,000 tons recently placed with tbe Al¬
legheny Bessemer Steel Company (Pitts¬
burgh) was taken at $24 76 at mill; Mr.
Carnegie, it Is understood, quoted $26 on
tbe order. ThatbuBinesscouldbedupli-
cated at this unprecedented low rate Is
uncertain. There are no orders on tbe
market that would afford the test. Kast-
ern mill agents bavo taken small orders
(Iras than 1,000-ton Iota) at $27 at works.
To what figures they would go ou a real¬
ly desirable order Is problematical. A
meeting ol the manufacturers will bo
held at Philadelphia on Saturday noxt
with a view todevlsing means to put tbe
market on a better footing.

Lowcit rrlet Ever Known.
A New York dispatch says of the cut

mode by the Thomas Iron Company:This Is the lowest regular trade price
ever know (or pig iron in this country.Tho general impression in this city is
that it will cause a quite extensive
blowing out ol furnaces, as there are
many whidi cannot make a profit at
these figures. It is believed that the
older Lehigh furnace, which have ad¬
vantages in ore, can make iron and
deliver it at tide at an average cost of
$13 75 per ton for the three grades.
Some ol the smaller furnaces cannot lay
down iron at tide for loss than $10 per
ton.
The agents of the Southern iron in

this city aro greatly excited over tho ac¬
tion of President Clarke. They say they
can compete in Northern markets at the
reduction and will do so. There Is some
foolish talk of making a war, but it costs
so much money to run a non-paying
iron furnace that this is not likely, as
the Southern concerns are known to
have little or no capital to waste.
Agents of Northern iron companies

say. allowing for only small profit at the
mills, Southern iron cannot lie laid down
on the wharves at Northern cities at less
than the Thomas Company's" prices.
The production of the Southern furna¬
ces is estimated at nearly 2,800 tons of
pig iron per day, and the consumption
In the South at 2,200 per day. The ac¬
tion of tho Southern iron makers will be
awaited with a good deal of anxiety, but
it may not bo fully developed for sever-
al weeks.
President B. 0, Clarke, of the Thomas

Iron Company, was a very busy man to-
' The notice of a reduotlon in the

}(iron by hli company was wide¬
ly clroulated, and a number of customers
and others called on blm for Informa¬
tion. Mr. Clarke was very frank with
everybody."The reduction in the price of iron,"
he said, "waa made because we found
that other people wore taking our trado.
The Southern furnaces and others have
been going to our customers and cutting
prices, we found that this made some
Impression, and wo made a move to pro¬
serin our trade. That 1» all there Is
about It."
"What effect will thli have on the

iron trade genorally?"
"It will decide tho quostlon whether

wo can make and self iron in our own
territory as cheaply as anybody. This
movo Is tho first step in a contest be¬
tween Northern and Southern irons, and
it will have to be fought out. Wo pro¬
pose to retain our trade until we can
make no profit In making iron/ and If
that time eveh comes Wo will surrender,' "it n6t until then,"
"Will the reduction Incroaio the de¬

mand for iron?"
"The demand for Iron Is very large

now, and the consumption is enormous.
Wo are not anxious to sell iron, and we
are making so special effort to dp so.'!
"What can the South do in the way of

further competition,?"H dojt't think they can sell below
fijjo'f Shout the future ol trade?""J think (he present prices are the

lowest we shall see. They are certainly
the lowest prloes ever known 'for nigiron of reputable brand In this countryunloeaataforeed sale."
Mr, Clarko expressed himself aa hope,ful that after a short time the trade

would pick up, especially II the produc¬tion of Iron Is lessened. Tho competi¬tion among the makers of steel rails li
sharper than over. It Is reported that i
sale was made unlay on the hula ol

lowest price over made In this countr)

money at present prices unless we gelbetter freight rates.'1
"Will the reduction cause any of the

Birmingham furnaces to go out of blast?"

Anyway, no furnace

in this district is to go out of blast, so fsr
' as I know. It may be that the reduo

tiou will be promptly met anil we may
; go them one lower, but it will be our

policy to maintain prices if possible."
