SLOWLY STRflNGLtDTODEATH

Osiark, Mo., May 10..David and Wil¬
liam Walker, anil John Matthews, the
leaders of tho Bald Knobbors, wuro

hanged to-day. The carpenters gave
the scaffold its Mulshing touches
last evening and everything was ready
by 8 o'clock. William Walker was bap¬
tised at (I p. n). by immeralon in a hath
basin carried into tho jail. The scene
was very affecting. John Matthews
made a long prayer, which could be dis¬
tinctly heard in the street fronting the
jail. The prisoners ate their supper
with as much relish as usual and appear¬
ed very quiet, except Matthews, who is
taking his fate very hard. He passed a
restless night, praying at short intervals,
asking the Lord to give him strength to
go through tho ordeal, claiming he was
a martyr. He did npt sleep over two
hours during tho night. The two Wal¬
kers retired about 11 o'clock, wont to
sleep and did not wake until after 1
o'clock. They, stated that they rested
well. They wero up early and ate their
breakfast at tho usual hour.
The jail yard was full of guards armed

with Winchester*, shot-guns and revol¬
vers, and wero in charge of Captain li.
\Y. Taylor, who was foreman of the
grand Jury which indicted tho liald
Knobbera. Matthews' wifo and mother
came in last evening and sovorai other of
his relatives are here.
Divlue services were opened in the

jail at 7:30 o'olock, conducted by lievs.
Thomas Hanks, Degraystono and T. 11.
Horn, assisted by a few Christian ladies.
Matthews took part in tho exercises and
delivered an earnest prayer in a loud
voice, William Walker also led in
prayer once.
At 8:511 o'clock tho Bheriif entered the

jail and read tho death warrant to the
doomed men, after which Thomas De-
lauey, one of their attorneys, was ad¬
mitted to havo an interview and bid
them farewell. John Matthews came to
the window and had a conversationwith
n nnrrAunnnilanf

Ham Ellens on March 11, 1887, wero
firmly of Uio opinion up to within forty-
uight hours of the execution tlmt they
would never be called upon to pay the
extreme penalty of a life for n life.
Neither of the trio had yet reached his
fiftieth year, and William Walker was
barely 10 years of age. Three men, to¬
gether with Wiley Matthews, nephew of
John, were to have been hanged on
May 18,1888, but in an appeal to the
Supreme Court escaped the gallows tem¬
porarily.Last October the State Supreme Court
approved the decision of the Christian
county Circuit Court, anil fixed Decem¬
ber 28 as the day of oxecution. Another
stay wa« subsequently secured and Fri¬
day, February 16, named as the day of
execution. Inasmuch as the Supreme
Court hail not yet passed upon the case
of David Walker when the data arrived,
the Governor granted until April It) to
William Walker and John Motthews,
Wiley Matthews being still at largo, lie
and his uncle, John Matthews, having
escaped (com the Ozark jail on Decem¬
ber 28, an account of which appeareil
in these dispatchos at the time. It
will be remembered that coufeder-
atcs of tliu bald knobbers broke
into the jail and gave the four
condemned men an opportunity
to dopart. John and Wiley Matthew
took advantage of the chance, but Dave
and Bill Walker declined to leave aud
gave the alarm to the sheriff, who re¬
sided in the jail building. They gave an

Bald Knob leaders attracted widespread
attention, and for the first tlmo the his¬
tory of the Bald Knob organisation was
made public.
Taney county, Missouri, was the birth¬

place of the order of masked regulators.
It Is the wildest section of the Stato and
early day lawlessness .caused the forma¬
tion of leagues for the protection of life'
and property. The regulators first came
into promlnenco when the notorious
Frank and Tubal Taylor entered the
homo of a Mr. Dickinson, in Foreylhe,
Mo., and murdered an entire family.The outlaws were captured by the now
law and order league and promptly
lynched. Capt. Nat Kinney, a physical
giant, waa'the leader of the regulators
and was shot and killed by one of his
old followers at Ozark not many months
alnco.

Being Heard on the Workings of
the Inter-State Law.

PRESIDENT CHARLES SMITH,
Of I ho N'ow York Chamber of Com-
morui'.WunlHlho Hioamship t.iiicn
Hulwiauod-Wlmi u l'raduco
Exchange Muu Hujh of It.

Nkw York, Hoy 10..Alter listening
to tlio views oI railroad president* for
tbo past (our day*, the Senate committee,
which is Investigating the workings of
the Inter State Commerce low ot the
Fifth Avenue Hotel, this morning set¬
tled itself to hear the ojiinioos of some
representative business men of this city.
The lint witness culled was President
Charles 8. Smith, of the Chamber of'
Commerce. Mr. Smith referred to the
fact tiiat railroad building in ludia and
about the Black Sea ports was beingpushed rapidly and greatly feared that
under present conditions It would not
be long before America lost what little
export trade it had. lie oven advocated
the carrying of occasional shipments of
grain by the railroads at less than cost of
carrying, whon this might lie necessary.In regard to competition with the Eng¬lish steamship lines, Mr. Smith thoughtthere was but small hope of successful
competition unless, as the caso with the
¦English, French and German lines, the
American lines receive a subsidy from
the Government. "Wehave done it forthe railroads, why should not we do itfor the steamship lines '/ Wo must look
beyond the railroads and toward the
steamships unless we want to aee our
flag disappear altogether."

J. II. Herrlck, Chairman of tlio Inter.
State Commerce Commltteo of the Pro¬duce Exchange, succeeded Mr. Smith.Ho prefaced his testimony by sayingthat he differed materlolly from tboopinions held by tlio previous witnoas.The Inter-Stato law, he said, was a goodone in many respects, and the positionof tho merchants under it was better
than while "pooling" was in vogue. One
bad tiling about tho low. however, was
that the penalties for violation were not
severe enough. There was n tendency,too, to discriminate against seaboard
points In favor of foreigu ports, as for
instance, recently, where the ruto fromMilwaukee to Liverpool was 11) cents,while to New York it was 113 cents."Without the Erio, rates would not lie

not restrict the Canadian roads for that
some reason. We need them- as a regu¬lator, but they should be under the aauio
Government control aa our own roada."
