The Issuing of Bondsfor$75,ooo

to be Voted on

BY THE PEOPLE ON JUNE 15.

The Til In Given the llond* Would
Drive u Uruiiiiuuriuu t'riwy.llilU
Ordered I'ulil-Thu Auditing
Coiumillee not lo ho 1'ald.

Another special meeting at Council
wna held last evening (or the purpose oI
considering tlio Malu street bridge loan
ordinance, the election of weighers and
the lllliug of vacancies in some of the
loan commissiouerships, and the trouB-
aclionof unfinished business generally.
The loau ordinance was finally passed
aud all the unlluished business disposed
of, but by the time that was done it
was so late, 11:30 o'clock, that the mem¬
bers did not feel like entering on the
election of weighers and commissioners,
which would- have taken two hours.
1'hc absentees last evening were Messrs.
Meyers, Uobinsou anil Behrehe, of the
First, aud Uailey, Marsh, Ohurles Miller
and Young, of the Sucoud.
The loan ordluancu lirst received at¬

tention in the First Branch. It name
from the Ordinance Committee with the
recommendation that the bridge be of
irou. Over the question us to whether
tho bridge should be uf iron or stone,
theru was auother big light in the See
ond, but this time the stone men won,
as they also did in the First. The last
time the matter wus up In the
second, the Iron men were
in the majority. The ordinance an
Dually passed calls for a 10-30 loau of
$75,000 at 4] per cent interest. Nome of
tho amendments made by thu First
Branch were funny. For instance, tho
name by which the bonds ure to be oili-
daily designated was agreod upon as
follows: "The Wheeling Creek Bridge
Bonds on Mahl street."
Tho First also got the dates fearfully

mixed up. The .Second straightened the
dates out; tho name of the bonds was too
much lor them and they let it stand. An
elfort to provide $25,000 in the loau for
straightening Caldwell's ruu was knock¬
ed iu tho head. Tho bridge talked ol Is
forty-two or forty-lour feet wide,
which, it is estimated, will cost from
$85,000 to $87,000, yet only $76,000 is
provided. The people uro to vote on the
ordinance Juno 15.
The Committee on City Prison re¬

ported bills uuwuntingto $0(121; Health,
$202 50; Police, $113 70. All of these
amounts were ordered paid. Of the
hills reported by tho Committee on
Health $110 was for inspection work
done under tho orders of tho Health
Ofllcor, and $12 was for extra labor at
tho crematory. Of tho hills reported by
tho Police Committee $35 wtu) for Chlel
Dolbruggu for killing dogs during the
month of April and $11 for the same
official for calling Council and its com¬
mittees in April! $1215 was expended
during tho month for hauling prisoners.
Tho Committco on Police reported

further that thu question of ucceptlnu
Mr. Beymann's offer of a patrol wagon,
team and all tho necessary accoutre¬
ments, free of cost, had been referred to
a sub-committee, consisting of Messrs.
