About 6 o'clock yesterday morning
Mr. Homer 0. Underwood, living at 91
Virginia street, Wand, cut his throat
with the blade of a ahoe knife from
which the handle bad been lost. He
died about 8 o'clock.
Mr. Underwood wai a carriage trim¬

mer by trade, but had been out ot work
for some time, and wv beaidea In very
111 health. He baa several times lately
.bowed signs of mental aberration. Dr.
Myera was summoned, but could do
nothing. The cut extended from just
below the left ear to the middle of the
throat, and death was mused by hem¬
orrhage.
Coroner ScbulUe was notified, and

examined several witnesses, lie gave a
certificate of death by suicide.
Mr. Underwood was highly respected

by those who knew bim, He leaves a
widow, a son and daughter. He came
here from Monongabela City, I'u.. and
waa a member of the 0. U. A. M. there.
Welcome Lodge, ot Uila organization,
located here, took charge ot the remains
and will tend them to Monongabela
Glty, where the lodge will conduct the
funeral. The funerul services will take
place at his late residence on the island
at 7 o'clock tlila morning.

None of the crew was hurt, fortunate¬

ly, and seven tramps who were stealing
a ride on the train escaped unhurt.
