THE FATAL POTATO.

"One of the queerest eases I ever had."

jight months before with good refer-
jneee, and behaved herself well, nnd
nado 110 ceniidanls. But she must
:iave admitted to the liousq the man
who choked her.
"There wero no signs of any struggle,ind there had been no robbery. Her

jold watch was on tho kitchen table,
two months' wages in her pocket, and
no atteinptseomed to have been made at
plunder In tho still richer Held up-stairs.
Why had she been killed?. It was mys¬
terious. One of the 'cops' with mo was
10 puzzled that ho declared it must bo a
¦nso of suicide.
"I saw that she had been strangled and

I wondered what a strong fellow the
murdorer must have been to have twist¬
ed with fatal effect so soft n hand as a
handkerchief about so big and solid a
neck and to do it so deftly and power¬
fully as to prevent an outcry oreven a
struggle.
