(100. Morristown is on Tucker's creek,
ami there is not a family on that creek
which is not iu urgent iiMd of imino-
diate assistance. .Seven lives were lost
on Tucker's crock. They nro Orville
West's wife and two children, John
Bailey, and Kay Kigerand his wife and
another person. John Hughes' wife
.and four children, living on the hoad
.of the creek, were drowned,' Mr. Hughes
(.leaping. Tho other deaths were Mrs.
Isaac Koberts, Mil ward iiaso and Mrs,
Isaiah Tucker, all in this county. The
.body of Mrs. Tucker was fouud this
morning at II o'clock at Harris Ferry.

SKAJtCIIIVU FOK TUK BOWKS.

The destruction
on Band creek was but slight, with the
exception ol st Handyvllle, vbeie tfcewider flooded several bounceand reachtdthe top of llrown A Casto's counter, be*[ng several feet higher than was theback water of the famous '84 flood# The

above named firm low heavily, princi¬
pally on leaf tobacco.
From this point the reporter weut up

the left liumi fork of Sandy to the farui
of T, C. Hutchinson, where the princi¬
pal accumulation of drift isand in which
the body ol Mrs. Black was found to*day.
This drift pile covers an area of perhaps
three acres of bottom ground, and is
made up of ties, lumber, houses, bridges,
stock, etc, Further up was tho site of
the large wooden bridge over Jfessel-
road, which was taken off and lays some
distauce below against a stately elm.

Acrofcs the stream Albert Lockhart,
who was doing u prosperous merchan¬
dising business, had his store room
taken from ils foundation, and all the
contents destroyed. Mr. Lockhart's loss
will reach $2,000. A. B. Bark, a mer¬
chant at the same place (Lockhart's),
lost 20 hogsheads of tobacco and a large
amount of staves, hay, eta. His loss is
very great, l'eter Archer, of the same
place, lost heavily of household goods,
crops, etc. John W, Campbell's loss is
ulso great in stock, etc. Minear liowand
lost all his household goods und some

stock. William A. Buchanuon, a large
farmer and stock raiser lost his house¬
hold goods, -HI stands of bees auu con¬
siderable stock. John Burk's house was
taken off.

K NT UK FAMILY IMOWNKU.
A short distance above a valuable iron

bridge over the crcek had disappeared
and was seen some distance below. At
this bridge stands the little cabin in
which Robert Black and wife were when
the flood was raging. Deeming it best
to seek higher ground, with lanterns in
hand they were seen to come out and
make for un elevation, but before going
very far their light was seen to go out.
It is supposed they were struck bva
log and immediately drowned. Had
they remained in their cabin they would
have been alive to-day. Black's re¬
mains were found the following day,
Friday, and his wife's to-day.
Near Wiseburg, u littlo hamlet about

live miles from Lockhart's, lived Thomas
Hughes, nis wifeaud four children in a
comfortable log house, but to-day only
Mr. llughcs lives, crazed with grief. He
had gotten his family through a hole in
the ceiling into the loft and thought
them all safe, but, on going down, saw
the water raging with more ferocity and
went back and informed them that death
was bu re. A11 at once there was a creak¬
ing sound and tho roof tumbled in upon
them and all were drowned, except Air.
Hughes, who lodged in u buckeye tree,
where lie was found. Mrs. Hughes and
two of the children were found in u drift
pile about four miles below, and the
others have not been recovered. Near
Hughes' house was a beautiful new M.
K. church building which was to have
been dedicated to-day, hut it was taken
off completely,
Near Boattysville, on Nesseleroad.

Captain Flinn's bbw mill was moved
quite a distance, and lie lost about 80,000
leet of lumber.

CASKS OF DESTITUTION.
Un this same stream is tho wreck of

Mr. Hartley, the former building being
well stocked with goods. They were

carried some distance and are total
wrecks. Mr. Stalling also lost his entiro
crop.There aro somo cases of destitution
and some of tho families were without
food all day Friday, but kind neighbors
have come to their relief. Still, aid is
needed and Kavenswood will do her
part, but whetner she can reach them
suiUciently is yet a mutter of conjecture.

G. Boso's Btore was badly
damaged and Capt. 1). K. King, at Top-
pin's Grove, also loses heavily in his
stock of goods.
An ice cream festival was going on at

peoplo were assembled, when tho water
came ruBhiug tlirough tho doors and
strong men wero compelled to carry the
ladies out through water waist deep.
At tho mouth of J'ond Creek Henry

Smith's flouring mill was washed out,
also tho county bridge, and with the
mill young Ed Boso, a one-armed man,
weut down. His body has not beon re*
covered.

AT llOCKPOBT,

iiouso and store were moved off their
foundations. Mr. Quick's loss is 93,000.
J. B. Clark's house was also washed out.
Dr.Casto. at Kockport, loses about $2,000,
and J. W. Barrett & Bro. about $4,000,
principally tobacco. Mrs. Roberts, an

aged lady living on Steveus creek, also
met her death by drowning.

CAUSES A DOUBLE TRAGEDY

Gmviund, 0., July 21..Two pri»
oners, W. A. Smith and Richard N,
Muuslleld, liroke from the county jail
lust night, going through tlio slate roof,
Deputy Sheriff Joseph Goldsoll went tc
the western part of the city, where one

of the men lived, and with a policeman
lay in wait for the fellows. About mid¬
night a carriage containing two men

passed along the street. The olliceri
called to the occupants of the vehicle to
stop, and aftersome talk one of the men
llred a revolver at the policemnn. ~He
and Goldsoll opeued tiro in return, a

half dozeu shots being exchanged,
Goldsoll Jell »t the ilrst volley, shot
through the abdomen, and the rig was
driven rapidly away.
The wounded officer was talcen to a

hospital, where he now lies in a dying
condition, and an hour later the rig
ilriven by tlio two men was found a
mile from the place of the shooting. In
[ho buggy was the dead body of one of
the men. lie had been shot through
the body. It wits at liret thought the
iluad man was Smith, the younger of the
prisoners, but those who knew Smith
utterly failed to identify the corpse, and
to-night the police are still in the dark.
They think, however, that the dead
man was up to mischief for in the buggy
rare found two revolvers, a club, a
icruw driver and a pieco of rope. The
lorse, which liad heen stolen in the
)intern part of the city was wounded in
lie hip and the liugKy was riddled with
mllote. It is believed that tbo other
nan was also wounded.

Mr. Newman heard the report of
the shots and started in the direction of
the barn when he wet Hoadly, who at
once shot the old uian three times In
the breast, one ball passing through the
heart, lloadly then pursued the
mother and younger slBter of
Mrs. Hoadly and but for timely aid
would have killed them also, lloadly
then returned to the place where his
wife fell.

Biskabok, Dak, July 21,.The cot
Btitutional convention liu been given
genuine surprise by the presentation c
¦ complete constitution, which will b
considered during the week. This con
Ititutlon is said to have been prepare!
with great care, anil after, cousultatioi
with tome of tbo ablest constitutions
lawyere in the Union.
In many reepects it ia identical witi

articles already in the convention. Itli
a compilation of the best provisions 01
the constitutions of the different State!
and United States fitted to North Dakota,
With regard to taxation It baa no ape.

ciUo provisions, embodying In it the
Wisconsin constitutional provision on
this subject, which provides that the rule
of taxation shall be uniform upon prop¬
erty made subject to taxation by the
Legislature, leaving the power of regu¬
lating the method of taxation with the
legislature. It also provides that the
property ol uon-residents shall not be
taxed at a higher rate than that of resi¬
dents i gives the Legislature the power
to regulate the passenger and freight
ratea on railroads anil transportation
companies, tho rates to be reaeonable,
and the courta to decido what arc rea¬
eonable rates: prohibits the loaning of
the credit of the State to any association
or corporation; vests tlio judicial nower
In a court of impeachment consisting of
the Senate, a Sutiroiuo Court, District
Court, County Courts, justices of the
peace.thus providing for the establish¬
ment of county courts; limits the num¬
ber of Judges ol the Supreme Court to
three, which nay be increased after five
years. It provides against fetmilp put'
fraje.

Tlt> I-IOISIATUU*.
Tho House of Representatives shall

consist of not less than seventy-flvo nor
more than one hundred and twonfy
members, Jnil t||0 Senate pot lets than
one-third nor more than one-half the
size of the House, Each orgapijed
county shut! lie entitled to at least one
member of the House. The Senators
are divided into two classes, one to be
elected for two years and the oilier (or
four. It provides Ior biennial cessions
of tho legislature, not oxfeeding ninetydays, to conyenu on tho tirst Tue«day in
January after the election. Two-thirds
of the uieiuliera-elegt may override the
veto.powcr. Tho Governor shall either
approve or return a bill within 11vo daye
from the time of delivery to him, and
shall liavo ten days alter adjournmentwithin which to approve or rcject. In
caso of objection ho shall die the same
with the Secretary of State within tho
time specified. It Is againat a minority
representation, providing for elections
by a plurality vote. It gives the Legis¬lature full power to rejmlgtp liquor ii-
conseg.

STATS FUNDS.

Any coal lands which the State may
acquire in the Congressional grant shall
never be sold or bo leased. The school
fund shall be Invested in United States
bonds, bonds of the Slate or l|ret mort¬
gage securities of tue Htale at pot more
than one-half the value ofthe land. The
school fund shall be considered a trust
fund, tho interest to he used for the
schools, and In caso of loss of any part of
tho principal tbo Stato must make it
good. It prohibits the passage of special
laws. The property of the wifo before
marriage and what »ho may acquire dur¬
ing marriage, shall bo exempt from exe¬
cution on claims against tho husband.
