To At Editor or thi HtoiMtr.
Bib It U with great satisiaction I see

the editorial columns of the HtguUr fa¬
voring the introduction of the system of
"Iniluatriiil Education" in the city of
Wheeling; for as I have had opportuni¬
ties (from a connection of six yean with
an institution in which the system pre¬
vailed) for observing the practical work¬
ings and some oi the grand reaults of
the system, I am deeply interested in
aeeing Its extension throughout the land.
In addition to my interest in ita exten¬
sion, I urn particularly interested in
whatever will contribute to the growth,
advancement and prosperity ol my na¬
tive city, aud 1 therefore trust that afew
words from me will not fce considered
out of place, but will serve to throw
some light on the subject, aud aid your
praiseworthy efforts.
The Industrial system, or "New Edu¬

cation," does not propose to displace the
"Old Education" at all. It Includes the
old, with the addition ol practical in¬
struction in the use of tools, drawing,
and the sciences. Thore is no better
method of developing end strengthening
the uomory and the reasoning powers
than the old methods, but there they
stop. The "New Education," by employ,
ing the best features of the old, accom¬
plishes the same results, and in addtttbn
thereto, teaches the student to closely
observe the operations of nature; gives
him the reasons for the changes he daily
sees; explains the scientific principles
on which the principal manufacturing
operations ol tho day are founded; leads
him to adapt the forces of nature to the
demands of advancing civilisation; and
finally, by its methods gives him the
manual power to execute aud to develop
the conceptions of his own brain. The
most salient features of the "now educa¬
tion" is tho workshop, or plsce for In¬
struction in the common tools used in
the working of wood and metals, but the
drawing hall and the chemical laboratory
are equally us much a part of the system
as tlio former. It'remains to be seen
whether the Industrial School will sup¬
ply all the wants of our civilisation. So
far, however, H has been such an ad¬
vance on old methods as to lead us to
the belief that it contains nearly all the
elements of tho education required for
making a well educated man. It is a
common event to find men, well edu¬
cated according to the old theories, who
have in their minda tho rudo concep¬
tions of ideas which become worthless
because they lack the power to convert
them into tangible forms by drawings or
models. Had they been trained by the
"New Education" how dilferent would
bo their history. Seemingly blessed
above their follows they fail where, per¬
haps, a comparatively Ignorant man, ed¬
ucated, however, to ubo his hands and
mske good use of whatever knowledge
he has contrived to pick up, would de¬
velop the Idea and receive the honors
and rewards which would have been
due the other.

Tliero is something more in the "new
education" thnu sluiply book-learning,
anil yet again It is not "the leaching of a
trade." Through misspprehenslon on
this point has come the only real oppo¬
sition to lis introduction in serno places,
aud that opposition came from those
classes who would be most benefitted
t.u it

I have spoken of the system as the
"New Education." From this It might
be inferred that it is untriod. Such is
not tho case. While the limits of this
paper will not permit its history to be
gone over, I desire to say that it was
discussed and practiced In the Wi to
a slight extent, and wss introduoad in
tho city of St. Louis in the year '72.
The city o( Wheeling, unlike every

oilier city of any sice In the country,
possesses no high school. This makes
it an easy matter to engraft the eystom
of industrial training on its educational
system without injury, but with great
advantage to Its present established in¬
stitutions. All that is needed is to pre¬
pare a building in the most accessible
portion of the city and equip it with the
workshops, laboratories and apparatusneedful. The cost of the building may
bo made any reasonable sum, and tbst
of tho apparatus may vary groatly, Six¬
teen thousand dollars would represent
tho cost of all the apparatus and ma¬
chinery required for the instruction of
200 or 250 pupils, ft should not be less
iIiud that sum, and need not exceed it.
These schools cannot bo organised
without money, and they cannot be car¬
ried on without genorous outlays
for instruction. While the salaries
paid instructors must necessarily
vary with the character of their work,
It may be assumed for purposes of calcu¬
lation, that 240 students would require
eight Instructors whose salaries would
aggregate from 10,000 to $12,000 per an¬
num. Is the city able to found and car¬

ry on so oxpensivo a system of educa¬
tion to its bonoflt? That question can

only be answered by its people. Pay It
certainly will.
In tho cities o( the country where

these schools have already been cstsb-
llshed, thero have been many public
spirited citisens blessed with riches, who
have come forward and furnished not
only the means to erect the building
snu purchase the equipment, but have
contributed to the expenses of carrying
it on in whole or part.

this system of oducation to fill honora¬
ble places in their communities, they
would not hesitate in founding and en*
dowing an Industrial School for the
children of the citliens of Wheollng.
The coarse In the Industrial School

may be made three orJour y»»ra. Three
yean Is the course in St. Louis and four
In Toledo. To obtain the time and to
Improvo tho efficiency ol tho work, the
last two years of the Public School
couree should bo transfered to the In¬
dustrial School, and combined with Its
work. As a suggestion only, I offer the
following outline for a yoar's course,

The above courses are essentially the

same aa now pursued in the leading in¬
dustrial schools of the day, and while
they admit of modifications where Bucb
are needed, it cannot be much deviated
from.
In conclusion permit me to say that

the success of theso schools has been so
great that there can be no doubt as to
success of such a school in the city of
Wheeling. Wheeling la'a manufac¬
turing city; all that itla and hopes to be
ia based upon manufactures. To carry
on successfully manufacturing establish¬
ments requires not only skilled and effi¬
cient workmen but educated and ingeni¬
ous, onea who by making slight im¬
provements ia the inothode increase the
value and reputation of the productaand
thereby Insure successful competition in
the markets of the world. Many large
establiahments in Kurope and this
country have already so realised the

Seat need of educated workmen that
ey have founded technical schools for

the education and training of their
workmen and their children, employing
for this purpose some of the most noted
teachers of the day. 1 hope you will
continue to forward the movement you
have begun. It is a grand work that
will honor any man wno connects him¬
self with it.
