Tho extreme Prohibi¬
tionists, the very intemperate temper¬
ance people, as might be supposed, hold
the ground that the whole responsibility
rests with the saloon keeper; that the
druukard is hi* victim, and he aloue is
the one to be punished.

punishment for tho commission of a

crime against both the moral and the
civil law would bo unjust tosocioty.
