l*oitmut«r Gauirel Wanauiaker.
Washington, August 26..A great

many stories have been invented to
connect Postmaster General Wanima-
tier's Philadelphia business aBalrs with
Government matters in the endeavor to
show that official influence was being
need to promote Mr. Wanamaker'a pri¬
vate interests. The latest ol these in¬
ventions, and certainly the most ridi¬
culous. although infamous in its inten¬
tions, is the story published in a Cleve¬
land paper alleging that the life-saving
crews are required to wear a 175 uni¬
form, which they have to purchase at
Wanamaker'a clothing store.
Superintendent Kimball, of the Life-

saving Service, In commenting upon this
charge, said to-day that, so far from the
wen being compelled to wear seventy-
five-dollar uniforms, the idea of a uni¬
form originated at their own special re¬
quest, and the uniform finally adopted
cost theni but fourteen dollars. This out¬
fit they buy wherever Sulla them the
best, and Mr. Wunamakor has had no
call upon any one iu the service for the
patronage in the purchase of clothing.
The fact that tho Wonauiolter in Phila¬
delphia who sells men's clotbiug is not
Johu Wanamaker, the Postmaster Gen¬
eral, appears not to have been known to
those who originated the slander. The
clothing firniB bearing the name of Wan¬
amaker have no connection with the
Postmaster General Wanamaker'a busi¬
ness, which includes nearly everything
in trade except man's clothing,

Kansas City, Mo., August 25..The

immense packing house of Swift A Co.,
at the corner of Berger avenue and First
street, In KaiiBas City, Kos., was savSd
from total destruction |by fire to-day by
a furtunato shift of the wind. As it was,
tho Bmoke house, a structure nf corru¬
gated Iron 40a40 feet, was wholly de¬
stroyed, and the rendering house, l-'Kx-lO
feet, was consumed. Tho firo started
at 0:80o'clock this morning In thusiuoke
house, from some cause unknown.
The fire departments of both cities re¬

sponded to the alarm and they were on
the grounds In sufficient tlmo to have
checked the blazo in its incipiencv.When the boso connections were rnauo
and the water turned on it was found
that tho pressure was wholly Insufficient,
the water barely run out the nozzles.
As nothing could be done hut let the
water fall in slow streams from the noz¬
zles of the hose upon tho fire, the flumes
bad their own way for an hour. By this
time the fire had got full headway in tho
rendering works, aud fed wiili the in-
flamable contents, oil and lard, «nvu
promise of spreading to the main pack¬ing works, not more than forty feet dis¬
tant. Just at this time the wiud, which
bad been blowing in the early morning
from the south, unified to the northwest
and carried the flumes away from the
adjoining buildings. Shortly afterwarilB
the water pressure became yifiicient to
force tho water from the lines of hose,
and In an hour from then the firemen
bad the flames under control. The loss

Is the Way the Soldiers in the
Regular Army are Treated,

ACCORDING TO A REPORTER
Who UnlUteil an a 1'rlvuio In Order
to Investigate-Startling Kapo¬

si, rcy or Alleged Outrages by
Ollluers und Sluro Promised.

St. Louis, Mo., August 25..The Potl-
Ditpatch prints a page article, giving the
experience of a reporter who enlisted as
a soldier and investigated the causeaof
o( so many desertions. The reporter is
Frank Woodward, formerly of Minneap¬
olis, who served three months aa a re¬
cruit at Jefferson Barracks, near this
city, and then secured his discharge,
The revelations are interesting, owing to
tho fact that during the year ending
about Juno 1, out of an army of about
22,000 men there were 2,843 desertions.
The Btory shows that enlisted men in

the ITuited States army are treated
worse titan slaves, and many of them
worse even than dogs. So terrible is
this treatment that notwithstanding five
years imprisonment in a military prison,
desertions are increasing at an alarming
rate. Woodward claims that officers,
und especially non-commissioned offi-
cers, are needlessly cruel and offensively
tyrannical; that the food furnished Is
unlit to cat; that vermin make the
noldiorn1 couch unlit to sleep upou; that
the recruits' tnoucy Is absorbed by the
sutler, and charges that privato soldiers
have been murdered by non-cominls- 1

sioued officers without as much us an in¬
vestigation. Further interesting details
of the exposo are promised. '
