MawiUKEK, Win., August 20..From
early morning the iuapirintc sound of the
life and drum could' be heard ou the
streets leading from tlio stations and
Bteaiuboat doclu. No lurge installments
oj veterans arrived until after 0 o'clock
but squads of griiiled ex-warriors with
their wives and children could be seen
us early as 0 o'clock enjoying the sights
or resting comfortably on the curbstones
and in stairways waiting for thu head¬
quarters oliico to npen that they might
lie usslgued to places. The crowd in¬
creased with the passing moments and
by 8 o'clock tlio marching companies,
bsggago wagons and ouiuibuses made
street crossings dangerous to foot pas¬
sengers.
Tub woather is delightful, and judgingfrom the thousands wlio are here to-day,Milwaukee hospitality will be taxed to

its utmost to entertain and quarter the
visitors. General Warner and the Kan¬
sas City contingent, about 300 strong,
put iu an uppeuriincH about 10 o'clock
Hud marched to the Flaukintou House,which is thu heudquartors of thu Com-
mumler-in-Chivf.
A uulque feature of the morning's ar¬

rival was thu entrance into tiie harbor of
u huge urkf roiu .Sturgeon Bay, bedecked
iu thu tri-colcrs and greens, und loaded
to thu guards with veterans from the
neck of cuuntry reaching along the lake
to Death's Door. Thu ark was in tow of
u tug und had a pleasant voyage.

COItl'OIIAL TANNKll.
At the Plunkinton house, where Com¬

missioner Tanner is quartered, there is a

crowd of veterans, not guests of the hotel,
filjlng the lobbies and hallways anxious
to get u sight uf the pension dispenser.
Gen. Sherman himself does not attract
uiuch mora attention tlmu does thu
"Corporal." Roughly estimated, there
ururu about fortytbousund strangers in
town this morning aud thu crowd is be¬
ing swelled by every train. The city is
more elaborately decorated than ut any
titno in its history, scarcely a building
In tlio business poition being left un-
trluimed. The residence portion, too,
lias caught tho infection, aud roil, white
and blue streamers itru In the air from
pillar aud porch, far into thu outskirts.
Everything is working satisfactorily for
a successful outcome oi thu great en¬

campment, and if thu weather holds
fair thu Milwaukee meeting will figure
as thu most successful in the history of
thu tiraud Army.

Georgia.
Auousta, Ga., August 20..The ques¬

tion, "Why didn't General Sherman
come to Augusta instead of (joint' to
Savannah when lie made his great
inarch through Georgia linn keen so
ofteu asked and commeuted upon and
without satisfactory solution that Mr.
I'. A. Storall, editor of the Chronicle, re¬
cently wrote General Sherman on the
subject unci now prints the General's
reply as follows:
My Dkak Sik:.I aui just back from a

visit to luy daughter who resides at
Roeemont, near Fhitydelphia, and tind
your letter of the 18th.
The march to the sea from Atlanta

was resolved on alter Ilooil hail got well
on his way to Nashville. I then detach¬
ed to Geuerai Thomas a force Butlicieut
to whip Hood, which he, iu December,
ltilil, very handsomely and conclusively
did. Still 1 had left u very respectable
army and resolved to join Grant at Rich¬
mond, The dlstuuco was l.OUO miles,
aud prudence dictated a base at Savan¬
nah or l'ort ltoyal. Our enemy had gar¬
risons at Mucon uud Augusta. 1 figured
on both and passed between to Savan¬
nah. Then starting northward thueaino
problem presented itself iu Augusta
und Charleston. I figured on both hut
passed between. 1 did not want to drive
out their garrison ahead of me at the
crossings of Santee, Catawba, l'edec,
Capo Fear, etc. The moment 'I passed
Columbia the factories, powder mills,
and the old stuff accumulated at Au¬
gusta were lost to the only two Confed¬
erate armies left, Lee's and Hood's. So
if you have a military wind, you will see
I made a better use of Augusta than if I
had captured it with all the stores, for
which I hud no use. I used Augusta
twice as a buffer. Its garrison was just
where it helped me. II the people of
Augusta think I slighted them iu the
winter ol 1804-05 by reiwon of personal
Irieudship formed iu 1814, they aru mis¬
taken ; or if they think 1 made a mistake
iu strategy let them say so anil with the
President s consent, 1 think 1 can send
a detachment ol 100,000 or so ol "Sher¬
man's hummers'' and their descendants
who will finish the job without churging
Uncle Sum a cent. The truth is, these
incidents comu back to me iu a humor¬
ous vein. Of course the civil'war should
have ended with Vieksliurg aud Gettys¬
burg. -Every sensible man on earth
must lmve then seen there could be but
one result. The leaders of the South
took good care not to "die iu the last
ditch, and hilt brave men like Walker,
Adams, I'at Cleburne, and others to do
that.

Chicago, August 20..Probably no

case in the history of the crimina
aunals in Cook county haa attracted
more widespread attention than the
Cronin murder anil the deep mys¬
tery in which it has been en-

shrouded. That thia interest haa in no
wiae abated since the disappearance of
the unfortunate phyaician 011 May 4
waa demonstrated by the multitude that
clamored for admittance at the portal ol
Judge McOonaeH'a room at 10 o'clock
thia morning. The united reuion-

atrancea of two baililla were necea8ary to
keep the mob at bay at tho foot of tho
ataira and*ever and anon aome unterri*
tied individual even made it ueceaaary
for the determined officers to resort to
the alternative of personal force in order
to keep the peraou from enforcing what
he considered his inalienable fight of
viewing tho wheels of justice in tneir
majestic motion.
Promptly at 10 o'clock there was a

slight rustle at the door of the judges
private entrance and tho crowd tiptoed
iii expectancy us a deputy hm-rili en*
tered tho room ami cleared the way for
the appearance of the prisoners who
were to answer to tho grave charge ol
wantonly murdering a human being.
A moment later the door whs thrown
open and tho traveler Burke, tho loqua*
cious Woodruff, taciturn Coughlin. tho
remonstrating Ucffgs, tl»o silent O Sul-
iivan and the indignant Kunz, took
their seats facing tho court and in the
order named.

, , ..?What ia the buaineas before the court
this morning?" queried Judge AIcLon*
nell os innocently as though he did not
expect the Cronin case to be called until
some time next year. (

A SKI'AHATE TlllAL*
"II tho court please," said States At¬

torney I,ongenecker udvaucing to tho
front, "I linve received notice from three
of tlio defendants in tlio Cronin ease
asking a separate trial and saying that
they would apply for u separate trial on
the openiug ol couit this morning. inu
application, 1 presume, ia in lile.

"II your honor please, said Attorney
Donahue, "I desire before an argument
fornsepuralu trial to present a motion
on behalf ol my client John kunr.

Mr. Uonohuo then lormally read u iuo-
lion asking the court for an order upon
Stales Attorney Longenecker to compel
(lie latter to lurni»h Iviin/. with a cony
of tho minutes or memoranda of the
testimony taken before the grand jury
which found tho Indictment against said
Kunst: or ol any testimony which in any
way tended to provo tho guilt of said
Kunz; or to allow the couusel of Kunz
to examine tlio testimony of such wit-
i)eases before the grand jury whose eyi-dence iu any way tended to prove the
complicity of Kunz in tho Cron n mur-
der. The motion also naked that the
States Attorney furnish the names of the
witnesses whose testimony tended to the
indictment of said Kunz. <

Mr. Donahue then rend a loiur alll-
davit of his client, in which Mr. Kuiu
recited that he never knew Dr. Cronin ,
during tho lattcr's lifetime, never heard
of his existence until his disappearance
on May 4th, and that he waaeutirely n-
iiocentof any complicity or knowledge
of tho murder of Dr. Cronin.

Kunz's aflhluvit closed by asking that
his couusel bo allowed to see the min¬
utes of tho testimony before the grand
jury, on which ho waa indicted, in order
that ho might prepare his defense.
The State's Attorney asked the
motion for separate trials bo passed
Counsel for Detcctivo Dan Coughlin

then read a long affidavit setting forth
what ho believed to bo the theory of
the prosecution, and saying that if fol¬
lowed out and his client weru tried w 111
tho other defendants it would involve
the introduction of testimony which,
while inapplicable to Coughlin, would
nevertheless prejudice bis case.
Counsel tlion read on affidavit by

Coughlin himself, asserting his inno¬
cence of any complicity in the crime.
Couusel for Patrick 0 Sullivan next read
on affidavit by his client asserting that I
certain evidence to be Introduced
against others of tho defendants would
be prejudicial to his caso and also ai-
sertiug bis Innoconce of the crime

ClTi!lswas followed by affidavit by one
of O'Snllivan's attorneys offering the
irejudicial character of evidence to he
utroduced affecting O'Sullivan's case in
case he should be tried with tlio other
defendants, hut which would he inad¬
missible if he were tried alone. Counsel
for Martin liurke also submitted affida¬
vits for a separate trial for that suspect,
stating that tlioy were similar in charac¬
ter to those in tho other casta.
A similar application was made in be¬

half ol Frank Woodrull. At the request
of tho State's Attorney tlio hearing was
then adjourned in order to give him I
time to prepare his argument in opposi¬
tion to tlio motion for separate trials.
The Stalu's Attornoy was feeling ill

and asked that the postponement bo for
a week. This was vehemently opposedby counsel for tho defense, and the
Court fixed Wednesday as tho date for
resuming tho hearing.

A GREAT SENSATION.
Ul.cov.ry or lb flot to Blow Up th« Mlchl-

gau stulo Prikou,

Jackson, Micu., August 20..A ureal
sensation has been unearthed at the
State prison. The matricide, Irving
Latimer, whose crime ami trial attracted
such widespread attention, has been de¬
tected iu a plot to blow up the priaon,
and a quantity ol explosive has been
found within the prison wall. Latimer
waa locked in the solitary dungeon at
once on the discovery of the plot. For
six weeks past the warden bus suspected
that Latimer was at the bead of a daring
and devilish scheme to blow up the
priaon, and he has been watched closely.
Last Friday a "lumper," or chore man,
waa detected in getting a package near
the north wall which had been thrown
over by outsiders during the night. A
watchman got the package, having traced
it to Latimer. It contained a quantity
of hcrcules powder, one of the moat
powerful explosives. Warden Hatch baa
refused to state the details, and wants to
keep the matter quiet so that be may
ca|ch Latimer's outside accomplice, auil
he will not state what Latimer says about
it. From other, but reliable sources, it
is learned that old priaonera have made
M|i of Latimer's money and outside in-
iluenco to execute the scheme, which
would, if entirely successful, have de¬
stroyed the prison ami let 800 convicts
loose. This scheme has been contem¬
plated for the past year, and did not
originate with Latimer.

Ho fell
forward and pitched over the side of tho
coach iuto the roadway. The horses
continued on a run and tho wounded
man was left to take his chances with
the robber.

(acturers of window glass, table glass and
crockery, have formed a 'trust.' To-day
Mr. FiUpatrick, of the firm of J. Flu-
patrick & Co.. manufacturers of window
gloss, said: 'A trust lias been formed
called the United U lass Company. They
have bought up ten of the uriuclpul
nlauts ia New Turk State anil Ohio, hut
I don't think the Western manufacturers
will join the association. The object in
forming the trust is to save expense,
make urot)t and cheapen the price of the
goods.

"It Is consldered.that this new trust
will be the salvation of mauy small
plants that otherwise would have been
obliged to close up. This new trust is
really the beginning of u lung light be¬
tween the old manufacturers who are
known as tho "pjitmcn" and the new
men called the "tankmen" by reuson of
their introducing a new method of mak¬
ing glass in tanks instead of pots. This
new method has only one plant erected
in this country, that at Jeunuette, Pa.
The men behind tho new enterprise
huvo issued circulars that they will fur¬
nish glass at a reduction of from 10 to 15
per cent below tho price of tho "rot-
inen." This action would have resulted
in the going uuder of many small plains
if tliey had stood alone, no u trust was
formed and inaugurates the beginning
of a long tight.
"Another thing tho "tankmen" did was

to import thirty-five ioreign glass blow¬
ers under contract. Labor Assembly No.
300 at onco brought action in tho courts
to have them returned. The District
Attorney i recommended their return,
anil that the Tank Company be llued
$1,000 for each laborer; but his decision
wus revoked by the Immigration Com¬
missioners at Washington.
"A trust is also contemplated by tho

table glass men. A meeting of the table
ware gluts manufacturers was recently
held, at which a committee wus appoint¬
ed to adopt some plan of organization.
Later it was determined to form a trust
for the purpose of strengthening prices
and limiting production, The Ohio lownB
with thulr oil and gas wells, otlered free
buildings, sites, etc., and tried to get tho
members of the trust to locate their com¬
bined factories in that State, but with¬
out success. It has been decided to lalte
in all the manufacturers of tabid glass if
possible, lint little bus been made pub¬
lic regarding this trust, but It is now an
assured bet.
Tho artist who manufactured this dis¬

patch ami the ablo news dispenser who
sent it out over tho wires under the
impression that it was important, may
have hud some idea as to what they
were about but such a presumption is a
violent one. The Idea in tho llrst place,
of table ware, window glass ami
crockery men eoiubining in a "Trust" is
funny, but when they start, their trust
with but ten establishments it becomes
wildly riillculouB. in view of what Pres¬
ident Campbell, of tho wiuilow glass
workers, has said regarding the
Jeanette workmen, tho "news" con¬
tained in tho above dispatch on
that score, together Jwith some
other breaks which will be readily de¬
tected by tho majority of Jreadure here,
about the only conclusion to be arrived
at is, that tho Associated l'ress has, to
put it mildly, been badly imposed upon.

TWO FlIIKS AND A CUP'INU
Alnko 1 Itltigi Interesting In Illtneuck

County.
Considerable excitement was occa¬

sioned at New Cumberland Saturday
night and early Sunday morning, by
two fires. Tim first took place about 8
o'clock Saturday night at Kinpire, Ohio,*
a town directly across the river from
New Cumberland. A largo frame barn
belonging to Thomas N. Dray, was to¬
tally destroyed. It was situated on the
river bank, ill about the center of the
village, and scvcrul other buildings in
close proximity narrowly escaped being
fired by the nest and sparks. For a
time it seemed almost certain that the
tiro would spreail and cause a very dis¬
astrous conflagration. Nearly all of
New Cumberland crossed the river to
watcli tho destruction. The lire was
started by Bome boys who bad gone
up into tho hay loft to play poker and
were smoking. The loss was about
$1,000; no insurance.
The second fire occurred about 3

o'clock Sunday morning. The stable of
Mrs. Mary Uonnell, in New Cumber¬
land, was tired In some mysterious man¬
ner and totally-destroyed, together with
a stable belonging to Mrs. Manypenny.
Six dwelling houses and the M. K.
church, near which the burnliig stab'es
stood, were badly scorched and narrow¬
ly escaped destruction. Had a strong
wind been blowing, tho business por¬
tion of tho town would probably have
been destroyed; as it wns, the people
who took part In fighting tho flames
bad bard work to confine tho fire to the
two buildings burned. The losa wns
about $1,500 with a very small insurance
to cover It, some of tho policies having
expired within throe da\sof the fire.
The Insurance on two of tho buildings
that narrowly escaped, wero cancelled
Friday. The agitation of the project to
erect water works at New Cumberland
received quite a boom by reason of these
fires.

London Dock Strikers.

THE IRON WORKERS JOIN IN,
Strike* (tor Decent Wages Can Occur

In a Country Without u Protective
TurllT, It Seems.No ltlotlng no

I-'ur.Other Foreign News.

Lomiiox, August 20..yhe strike which
was begun by the dock laborers, end
which subsequently Bpread to the car
niuu, has now extended to the Thames
iron workers, and the gas stokers
threaten to join forces with the strikers.
There is also talk of compelling laborers
in all the trades to quit work and force
matters to an issue at once. The iron
workers' strike adds seven thousand lo
the number of unemployed. The men
us yet are quite orderly. The shippingbusiness is completely paralysed, anu
mail steamers are leaving without car¬
goes.
Four of the largest mills in Illackburn

have shutdown, owing to the dullness of
trade.
The tin platers at Berondsey, a suburb

of Loudon, have joiued the strikers.
In Kotlicrhithe, the shipbuilding dis¬
trict of Loudon, processions ol strikers
are marching continually, hut up to the
present time tho men seem to bo peac-ably disposed. Many ship owners have
begun suits against the Commercial
Dock Company, claimingdamuges|forthudelontion of tlieir veaiels. l'he com¬
pany, however, claim that the act of
Parliament granting them a charter pre¬cluded theenforceuieutofuny claims for
damages from the strike.

The strike is gaining new adherents

hourly. Klght thousand sailors and fire¬
men and 2,500 dockmen at Isle of Dogs,
where several large docks are located,have goue out. 'llie authorities have
become apprehensive of trouble and aro
holding the military in readiness to sup¬
press an outbreak should it occur.

without result.
