Officer IsssuKohluson haa been on
the i.nkuvlew force 8everal yean, and
haa always Imrne u good reputation. He
la an Iriahmuu by rmreutage, but la nol
a member of any Jrlab secret sooiety,
Kubiiieon liiid the beat in which the cot.
tagu waa located, and it woe hla duty to
patrol the uveiiue and the Interaectlnu
Btreet for several blucka north aud south
of ho Oarlsou house. At different times
before the murder, Itobiuaon noticed
men going n and out of the cottage and
noticed lights within it. He thought
the cottage waa not occupied aud naked
Carlaon who tlio men wbre that went
into tlio cottage and why tbelfjrhta wer«
lighted Carbon told flu, that be |£d
rented tlio place to two men who aome-
tiuifs slept in tliu cottage, uud who ex-
peeled wjou to move iu furniture and

AUSPICIOUS CIHCUiimKCM.
On the ulgbt of May 0, Koblnson aaw

a uwn crawling out of the basement of
the collage and accoalod bim. Ho'bln-
mil haa never aeon Bnrke, but bo be-
llevcs llurke waa the man who ulked
with Iiitu that evening.

Scarcely n business
house or dwelling In the centeouial sec¬
tion but haa been outwardly beautified
by the actlstlo hand of the decorator.
The decoratloua this year form a

striking contrast to. those of the oriole
and the sesqul-centennlnl, Slurs and
stripesarodisplayed everywhoro iu pref¬
erence to the black and orange of oriole
times, but still the orauguaud bluck till
important aubordlnate places. The ban¬
ner of the Nation and the flag of the
State, standards of Kurope ami the nil-
tioual colore of the uew world, ininglo
tholr brilliant hues In contrast and har¬
monies. Flags hung across tho streets
wave u hearty welcome to thousands,
who, like a living hedge, line tho side¬
walk*. Along the lino of march innu¬
merable stands have been erected.

TUB I'AIUOi.
The parade started from Broadway at

10 o'clock this morniug and passed ovor

tbls routo: Over Baltimore street to
Kutaw street, to Madisou avenue to
Boundary avenue, to Itelsterstowu pike
to the rear of Druid liill Park, to Piuali-
co road to Plinllco First came the city
ofllcera and the Governor of the State.

The private exhibits In the trades and

railroad display evinced much original¬
ity. One alone cost $4,000 and a half
dozen others cost $1,000 each. Foremost
among them were six floats of the Balti¬
more& Ohio railroad, giving a complete
historical sketch of the great corporation
from Its organisation to tho present, be-
ginning with a passenger coach drawn
by u single horse, the opplicatlon of
horse power to railway cars two years

City and have placed them on the mar¬
ket here at the market price. The pack¬ers' buyers protested that the priuo wus
too high, and assured nto that If I did

The speaker told ot hla late trip through
the country and gavo aoveral graphic
illustrations ot bla own experience.
Ignorance and fanaticism wcro to blame
for much ot the ill-feeling, he said, but
contrary to goneral hollo! the' Igno¬
rance and fanaticism wero as much
on one side as the olhor. Tho colleges
for the colored pcoplo are doing s
wonderful amount of good, and a prom¬inent Southern statistician admitted
that there wero now more Illiterate peo¬ple among the whites Wan among the
colored people. Thla was largely due
to the efforts of the Methodist church In
pushing education among tho negroes.Tho speaker said be called on the Gov¬
ernor ot South Carolina and had a longtalk with liim. lie discovered for the
first time that the Methodists were not
working for social equality for the
negroes, but lor full recognition.
"Ho complained." said Bishop New¬

man, "ot the terrible strain of tho con¬
flict engendered by race prejudice. I
cold him that he had a comparatively
easy problem. 'You ot the South,' I
Bald, 'haveonly your native born peopleto contend with, while wo in the North
have all Europe.' I would rathera thous¬
and times have tho Southerner have the
race problem to grapplo with than to bo
here In Chicago and the North and beconfronted by the vast honks of ignor¬ant, uneducated foreigners, who aro
swarming over hero to toko possession.I look forward to tho time, nnd 1 hope itis not far distant, when tvo can stand upand firmly say, 'No foreign born cltlsen
shall henceforward have a place In tho
legislative conduct of this country.'Bishop Newman's remarks were re¬
ceived with applause, hut wore not dli-
cussod.
