[21von Samuel SUller, Charged With tbo
Murder of buloiuuu i*urdy.TI10 EviUeuet,
Samuel WUer, charged with killing

Solomon PflRy, the old colored min
who lived a lev miles west of Martin's
Ferry and wbo died Tbunday bom the
efiectt, it Is believed, of a blow on the
bead from a atone thrown by Milter,
was given a preliminary examination be¬
fore 8uuir» John Mercer, In Oolerain
township, near Pleasant Grove,-yester¬
day, aud bound over to court in tba
Bum of $600.
The examination began at 10 a. m,

and lasted until 0 p. m. Prosecuting
attorney liolliogaworth appeared for the
Slate and Judge John 8. Oocbrau for the
defendant. Several witnesses were ex¬
amined. Mr. Hsues, tbe only witness
of the uusrrel, which occurred iu front
of his house on Qlenn'a Kun, on tbe
lOth instant, testified that he beard
them quarrellug and went out. They
were both drunk and did not know what
they were doing. Purdy bad a piece Of
iron iu bis hand with which he atruck
at Miller, wbo got out and, aeiilng a

stouu, threw it at Purpy striking him
over the right eye. cutting good sited
gash, lluiues said to Miller "Look
there, 8am, you have cut that man's
head and ought to lie ashamed of your¬
self." To this Miller replied "I didn't
want to hurt him, and wouldn't have
done that for $50." Miller banded
Haines $2 telling biui to take Purdy
home and get a doctor, which Hanes
did.

Miller was on the stand and testified
that be met Purdy in Martin's Ferry and
gave him $1 to take him to John Hauea'
and bring him hack to his own home,
which is oue mile this side of Ilanes.
They had some words on their way out,
hut be liked the old luau and did nut
Intend to hurt him. Purdy was as
drunk as lie was and feH ogtol tbe buggy
several times,

Dr. Osboru, of Jit. Pleasant, wbo made
the autopsy of the skull, says it was the
thickest ho ever saw. Purdy was 77
years old, Vfry feeble and death was
caused by concussion of the brain. Two
thlifgs might have caused this, whisky
or a shock or stroke,

Mrs. Purdy, the widow, testified that
her husband felt unwell from the time
of his return that eyeuing. Bho wanted
to send for a pliyslo'sn, but ha objected,
saying lie would recover. She tittl not
know what caused the death of her hus¬
band. lli r (laughter and sou-iu-law cor-
rol prated her testimony.

Huuiuel i'crry, who is a neighbor of
Miller, Instilled us to his character,
saying be was a quite harmless, peacea¬
ble man, with weakness for whisky. A
good-sized crowd wss present at the
hearing. Miller had not procured bail
whim the reporter left.
