Chicago, Oct. 14..At 10 o'clock this
morning Judge McConnell's branch of
the criminal court wo* called to order
and the court announced that tho only
business to bo transacted was the ap¬
pointment of a special bailiff to summon
veniremen in the Cronin case. He said
that Bailiff Carlton, who had been doing
that work, had resigned on account of
ill health. In Carlton's stead tho court
appointed Mr. Charley L. Konuey, a

young business man pi American birth
ami ancestry.
Concerning Bailiff Carlton, a morning

paper says that appearances uro against
him In connection with the jury bribery
matter, in that he actually summoned
two of the men who had been bribed.
Tho paper addsthat Carlton has alwaysborne a good reputation, and, that in
this case, be may merely be u victim of
circumstances.
States Attorney Lougenecker says that

Bailiff Carlton has made a statement of
the circumstances under the two fixed
veniremen and that his statement is
perfectly satisfactory and exonerates
him from all suspicion in the matter.

In Judge lluker'a court a special grand
Jury to further investigate the charges of
;ury bribing was sworn. It is composed
of well known citUens. 8. B. Chase was
chosen as foreman. Judge Baker briefly
addressed the jury, telling its members
that above all things they must remem¬
ber to observe strict secrecy Iu rigwrd to
the matters brought uuder their obser¬
vation. The judge theu read the law re¬

garding the penalties to be enforced iu
case of a violation of tho secrecy of the
grund jury room.

U1IAIIAH ISniUTttD.
At 2 o'clock the Grand Jury returned

an iudictiuent against John Graham, as

well us true bills aguinst the six tueu in¬
dicted Saturday. Another startling ru¬

mor was to tho effect that'John F. Beggs
had made a full confession which had
disclosed to view the jury-bribing plot
lu all its details.
Tho excitement about the criminal

court buildiug was so inteuso this ufter-
noon that it was fouud necessary to lock
and bar the outside doors. John Gra¬
ham, the clerk who is now under indict¬
ment, was arrested Sunday night about
12 o'clock and has been under lock and
key ever slnco. lie iu the man who was
to put up the money with which to
bribe the jurors, and it is asserted by
Judge Lougenecker that the evidence
against him is very conclusive. After
presenting the indictment the graud
Jury adjourned for the afternoon, but
the States Attorney says the case by uo
means euds with tho present indict¬
ment, but will bo very much more far-
reaching than tho most sanguine cau

suppose.Latkii.The indictments returned by
tbe grund jury this afternoon are, a joint
bill against John Graham, Mark Salo¬
mon, Alexander L. Hanks and Fred W.
Smith.
This evening it was learned from tho

States Attorney that Clerk Graham is
tho supposed "prominent citlton," whose
mysterious confinement in tho Chicago
avenueand Larrabee street police station
gave rise to so many Burmises. Graham
isuvo $1,1)00 bond this evening and was
released.
