A Car Containing Nine People

Breaks Loose on a

CINCINNATI INCLINE PLANE,
Anil Plunges Willi I'rlghil'ul Velocity
Ikiwn the Sleep Slope.Five of thu
Occupants Killed, anil Three
InJurcd-ATIirltllug Bight.

Owcimcati, Oct. 15..The most ap¬
palling accident aver known on the in¬
clined plane ruiiwoys oi this city hap-
pened to day between 12 and 1 o'clock.
It waa ou the Mt. Auburn inclined
plane, which lies at tbe bead oi Main
¦treet, and|reeehesJto a helghth ol be¬
tween 250 and 300 feet on a apace ot per¬
haps 2,000 feet or less, Two can are
employed, one on each track. They are
drawn by two ateel wire cablea that are
wound upon a drum at the top ot tbe
bill by an engine located thfro,
Nine passengers had entered the car at

the foot of the plane, and a number were
in tbe other car at the top, The passageof tbe ascending car wan all right until
it bad reached tbe top when, to his un¬
speakable horror, tbe faithful engineerfound that the machinery would uot re-
apond, and that ho could not atop the
engine. Only one reauit waa poaaiblo.The car waa arreated by tbe strong
bumper, which stopped lta progress, andas thu engine continued all lta force wasexpended on the two cables ami theysnapped like wrapping thread under its
enormous power. Then the car with its
nine inmates locked within began the
descent of that frightful slope. What
where the feelings and thoughts of the
fated nine may bardly be imagined.

Tbe crauli at tbe foot of the plane was

frightful. A cloud of duat arose that
hid tbe wreck from view for a moment,
but when it was dispelled tbe seeno was
horrible. Tbe irou gate that formed the
lower end of the truck on which the car

street. The top ol the ear waa lyingalmost.as far In the gutter. The truck
Itself and the iloor and suatr of thu ear
formed p shapeless wreck, nvnjjlcd with
the bleeding and mangled ' dfes of thu
nine pissengers. Two wcr taken out
dead, oao a ujiddle-aged lai with grayhair, recognized as Mrs. Ivc<- tbe other
a young girl of twenty, Mian Lillian Us-
kamp, daughter of Mr. Ilenry Uskaiup,Another, Mr. N, Kueiss, teacher, living
at 14 Euclid avenue, died anon after¬
words. Five others were injured, per¬
haps fatally, aud one men escaped
miraculously with but a slight injury.The names of tbe injured ure nut yetfully aacertalned. Judge llickson and a
Mr. Mcfadden are said to two ol tbeui.
As soon as It could bejdone, lite dead

wero taken to the morguu to await full
ideutitlcatlon while tbe wounded were
carried to tbo nearest places where ex-
amlnstion could bo made. The intense i
excitement prevailed, and numberless
inquiries were made by Iriends who
feared members of their families mightbe on the fated car.

In both the others the 011-
gine was got under control before the
cables were broken, Perhaps the most
horr|blo condition of any uicept the
nine In the descending oar, was that of
the passengora iu the other car at the
foot of tho plane. They were locked in
as Is always the case, and wore com¬
pelled to await the coming of the other
car and its inevitable crash besidu them
at the foot of tho track.

Tho
Iron work pierced deep into the wooden
flooring aud still tho. cable.' tagged, and
finally with a grating noise mo cable
slipped from the brass clluipti that held
thorn, tile bnlta that secured them
opened and the car wuifrou. The pas-
sengera, unconscious of the doom im¬
pending, were about to step from the
veh|clq an It shot downward upon lu
mission of death.
