In Philadelphia.
Philadelphia, Pa., Nov. 5..The City

Council's LnwCoinmittee boa fixed a date
for the removal of overhead wires, but
this time it has arranged a graduated
sealo to guide the company in obeying
the law. Tho schedule, which waa
adopted yesterday, ia aa follows:

All electric light wires between Vino
and South atruets and the two rivers
must bo underground by December 1,181)0; between 8outh street and Wash¬
ington avenue, Vine street aud Girard
avenue, and Gray's ferrv and Girard
avenue, West Philadelphia, by Decem¬ber 1,1891. and all other purls of thecity, except the rural tedious, by De¬
cember 1,1892. To bury tho telegraphaud the telephono wires tho companies
are given a year's more titnr in each dis¬trict than with the electric light wires,so that it will bo December 1,1808, bo-fore the wires iu the outskirts uf Urn city
go under ground. There are now in tho
city 10 824 telegraph, teh phone audelectric light poles, of which 4,(149 are
owned by the city and 5,075 by various
companies. Uu to the present time 825
miles of wire Lave been plsced under
grourid, but over 5,000 still romainoverhead.
