TIE UBIZIL1AN UlNISTXa's OPINION.
A dispatch from. Washiuntou says

The reports of tho revolutionary upris¬
ing In Brazil cauaed much excitement
among the many South Americans in
the city to-day, and the opinions ex¬
pressed in regard to the affair were va¬
rious. Some would not look at the
matter in a serious light at all, nud were
assured the reports wero due to the ma¬
chinations of the coilee and rubber spec¬
ulators. Those, however, who were
more thoroughly acquainted with the
political feeling tu the Empire, and who
had access to the official news, which
reached here today, were convinced that
the uprising was decidedly serious, if
even tho revolution were not already
successfully accomplished. Senor Vail-
ente, the Brasilia!) Minister, said to a

correspondent:
I have received several cable die

patches from liio Janeiro to-day. They
are from persons of diverse political be¬
liefs, and are conflicting in character. 1
will confeaa that I am not able to under¬
stand from my Information exactly what
the situation is, but 1 shall not he sur¬
prised il the proclamation of a republic
be found to rest on a marc substantial
foundation than you might he inclined
to believe, on account of the apparently
bloodless character of the reported over¬
throw of the empire. You must Ituow
that Brssll has been practically a repub¬
lic f-ir long years. The Emperor Is very
democratic in his impulses, and bas not
attempted personal rule at any time. He
bas repeatedly declared that whenever
the people desired a republic and de¬
clared lur it he would luterpose no ob¬
stacle in the wsy. Thus, you see, it is
possible for a resolution to occur which
would be as bloodless as this vaguely
reported revolution seems to be. It will
be several days probably before 1 shall
know the truth in regard to-the condi-
tion of affairs. In a time of rucb excite¬
ment as there is now, it is practically
impossible to get a temporary or Ve¬
racious account 61 anything.

TUX IXWBl.
Brazil lias been Independent of Port¬

ugal since September, 1822. The first
Emperor was Bom Pedro, father of the
present sovereign, aud the eldest sou of
king Joan VI., ol Portugal. lie abdi¬
cated the throne In 1841, and his son,
then not six years old, succeeded him.
The young Emperor was declared of
age lu July, 1W0, in his fifteenth year;
and his coronation took place the next
year. He married Theresa, daughter of
Fronds I., King of the two Sicilies, in
the year 1843. Only one daughter sur¬
vives of children horn to the couple,
tho Princess Isabel, Crown Princess ol
the Empire, who was born In 184(1. She
is regont when her studious father is
abroad on bis travels.

BecreUiry lllnlne'* Now*.
Wahiiiiioton, D. 0., Nov. 17..Secre¬

tory Blaine said this evening that he had
received only one dispatch from Bio Ja¬
neiro, and that simply confirmed the
press dispatches. It stated iu substance

the Emperor woa a prisoner in his pal¬
ace.

IttnaynotbeDr.Orouin'sbodyt
let us make sure.' He said: 'No| I
could nut go; 11 I met him on the street
I might know him, but I uuuld uot
Identify his body.1 I said: 'That is
strange.' I urged 1dm again anil lie
made no effort to move out ot bis chair,
into which be bad sunk when I first
broke the news to bliii."
Mr. Clancy's cross-examination waa of

a sensational nature. He admitted that
he was in prison in 1SQ8, having beon
arrested for complicity In the Fenian
conspiracy. He audit leu years in
prison. He told this story of bis arrest
and confinement:

"I joined tbe Irish Republican Bro¬
therhood In England, In 1802, 1 think it
was. I was rather active iu propapa-
ting the principles of tbe Irish ltepubli-
can brotherhood In I^ondoq, and subse¬
quently In tbearmy. In 18(10,1roielved
fiotlge from Jameii Stephens, who was
then at the head of the organisation, to
leave the army and c^mo on with what
men I could, go to Ireland and tuke
part In a projected insurrection. My in¬
struction were to yq to L'jndon aud
WOit (or further orders. I went to ton-
don and reccivod orders tiiero to wait
still longer. Finally 1 was informed that
the rising would not tuke place.

"I again entered Into journalism and
remalued Ihero uutll I was arrested, In
1808, as a Fenian.^Two policemen ef¬
fected my arftst, and we had a ti|saoi
and J shot at them, and llint (urtued the
groundwork o( (ho accusation against
rue, aud npon that I was tried anu con-
vlctedatthe Old Bailey iu London, In
1808. 1 was sentenced to pensl servi¬
tude lot life."
The sentence waa afterward reduced

to 14 years and Clancy got foqr years off
lor good behavior.
