THE BROTHERHOOD ROASTED.

Tlio League Claims (Vi'dit Ihr Mak¬

ing Ihu CJuuto What 1( is uml
Makes nil Khiquciit IMeu.
ftiasscuok'w Funny Actions.

Philadelphia, Nov. 21..Tbo com¬

mittee which was appoiuted at tho re*

cent annual mectiux of the National
Leaguo of Professional Hall Clubs to pre¬
pare an address to tbe public, dctluing
the position of tbat orKauizition in tho
preseut base ball controversy, completed
its labors to-day. The text of the ad*
dross is us follows:
To the I'ublio:
The National Lwhw» .( Professional

Rise Hall Clubs has no apology to make
lor iU existence or (or its untarnished
recordof (ourteenyusrs. It stands to-
.lay, as it has stood during thut period,
sponsor for the honesty aud integrity o

professional baao bull.
It is to this organization that the

player of to*day owes th<i dignity ol ids
profession and tho muiflcontsalury lie is
guaranteed while playing in it< ranks.

'l'lio good name of this League lias
been assailed, its motives impugned,ami
ita integrity questioned by some of the
very men whom it hug most benefitted
Tho National league was organized

in 1875. us a necessity, to rescue the game
from its slough of eorruptiou aud dis¬
grace and take it from thu hands of tho
bail players who had controlled and
douiiuated thu National Association of
Professional Uaso Hall Players. No effort
was made by the old association to cou-
trnl its members, anil thu result was that
contract breaking, dissipiitiun and dis¬
honesty had undermined tho game to
such au extent that it saetnad an almost
boneless task to uttempt its rescue.
The League, upon its organization,

abolished pool selling, opeu betting on
the grounds, prohibited Sunday games
and excluded tile aule of liquors. A bet¬
ter class of people wcro invited to attend
thu exhibitions and a more systematic
way of conducting tho game was intro¬
duced,
As a check on competition, weaker

clubs in the League demanded the privi¬
lege ol reserving live players who would
form tho nucleus of a tcum for the on-

suing season.
This was tho origin of the "reserve

rule," and from its adoption mnv bn
dated tho development of better li'nnu-
clal results. The system of reserve hav¬
ing proven beneficial, both to clubs and
players, the reserve list was increased to
ulevon and then to fourteen, orau entire
team.
Under this rule, the game bos steadily

grown iu favor, the salaries of players
iiavo more tliun trebled und u higher
degree of skill been attained.
Out ol, und us an Incident to "reserva¬

tion," arose releases lor pecuniary con¬
siderations. The right of reservation be¬
ing conceded, tho club's claim on thu
player's continuous services must be ol
some vaLuik-.!Iut except in cases of dis-
handing or retiring clubs, thut right has
never been transferred without the
player's co-operation Roil consent, usual¬
ly at his request and (or Ids own pecuni¬
ary einoluuient. . . . I
To correct u misapprehension in tho

public mind as-to the alleged "enormous
profits" divided uniting stockholders ol
the League clubs, it may lie interesting
to know thut during the past live am
only prosperous years there have been
paid in cash dividends to stockholders
ill the eight !,eugt|o clubs less than $150,-
000, aud during the saiuo time League
i'layers have received in salaries over
1,600,000. The balance of the

profits ol thu very (ow successful
clubs, together with tho original capitaland subsequent assessments ol stock¬
holders, la represented entirely in
grouuds and Improvements lor tho per¬
manent good ol thu game, costing ubout
5000,000. The refusal of the Brotherhood
Committee to meet the Leagqo iu con¬
ference at the close ol the season, proves
incoutestibly that the imperative de¬
mand lor a conference in mid-summer,
to redress grievances that have nover
yet niateriallxed, was a mere pretext for
secession. ' 1 1

Under false promises to their brother
players, that thoy would only secede in
the eveutof tho League refusing them
justice, they lecurid Hie signature ol the
latter to a secret pledge or oath to de¬
sert their clubs at the bidding of their
disaffected leaders. Upon tho publica¬
tion of their plot, September 7, 1880,
they au<J their abettors denied, day after
day, that there wus any foundation for
the story, and repeatedly plighted their
words that .the League should have a
chance to redress their alleged grievan¬
ces before they would order ft "strike."
How false their promises, and pledges,
how evasive, contradictory und menda¬
cious have been their every actunddeed,
from first to last, wo leave to the readers
of the dally and weekly press for verifi¬
cation.
