was due at Iluxel station, and several
hundred men wore assembled wailing
for it. A number of them walked up
the track a short distance to meet the
train and secure K°°d seat*. Suddenly a
fast freight from the south upprouchod
ut a high speed. The men jumped from
the north-bound track to the south-
bound. when the labor train, rushing
urounu a sharp curve, piuntced into their
midst. In their scrambling many were
thrown down or agaiust the two trains.
Two men were struck by the freight uud
two by the lubor train.

Thu practice
in previous years of buying ores in Jan¬
uary and February has seldom been de¬
parted from until this year, but it is uow
estimated that contracts for 1,000,000
tons of Deweiuer oro for tiio furnaces of
this district have been placed, and that,
too, ut an advance of about SI per ton
over this year's prices. The indications
are that early next year a still further
advance will be made.

Pierce un-1 Cagey as Seuuton from the
new State of North Dakota were pre¬
sented, read uud placed on Hie, and then
the two Senators, escorted by Messrs.
Gulloin aud Washburn, advanced to the
desk and took the oath of office,
Mr, Hoar, from the Committee on

Privilege* and Elections, reported back
the resolution ottered hy htm on Mon¬
day, providing a mode of ascertaining by
lot thu classes to which the Seuators from
the three new States, North Dakota,
South Dakota and Washington, shall be
assigned as to their respective terms of
service. Mr. Gulloin thereupon pre¬
sented certificates from the two houses
of tho North Dakota Legislature desig¬
nating Mr Pierce us the Senator for the
lonu ternu
Mr. Hoar remarked that that action

had been taken by the two houseu of
North Dakota after the election of the
two Senators, and he intimated that,
under tho Constitution, the Legislature
had uothiug to do with the matter,
which was expressly devolved on the
Senate.
Mr. Gonuan remarked that identically

the sHine case hud been presented iu re¬

gard to the first Senator from Minnesota,
when tho Legislature designated Mr.
Itice us the Senator for the loug term,
and when the Semite decided that tha:

Washington, D. 0., Dec. 4..Messrs.

G. W. Atkinson and A. W. Campbell
had u further interview with the Sec¬
retary of the Navy to-day iu reference to
the Linsly Institute, and afterwards
with Commodore Hamaey, and finally
succeeded in having the school desig¬
nated us one to which an officer might
be assigned for service. A list of offi¬
cers on shore duty was furnished
them frqm which a selection could
be made by the school. The De¬
partment wilUnot peremptorily assign
uu officer to such duty, but will detail
one who is available for it with his own
consent. Most officers prefer an assign*
rnent in the line of tueir profession,
especially young officers, and hence it
will rtquire some little time to find
exactly the man for the place. The
Liusly, however, has gained the dis-
auction of a quasi-goverument school
and iu due tiuio will get the officer,
which isau important step forward in
its career. The Secretary decided that
under the law arms could not be fur¬
nished, inasmuch as such an equipment
goes ouly to schools to which an
army officer is assigned. As soon as the
iiwls made to include the Navy also,
the same sort of an outfit will be fur-
uiahed. The officer will teuch mathe¬
matics as well us tactics and drill, if so
desired. Lieutenaut Oliuton B. Curtis,
of Ohio county, a son of Colouel Curtis,
of West Liberty, would have been a very
acceptable appointee to the position,
hut his shore duty has iust terminated
and he sails to joiu the European squad-
rou to-morrow. There is au especial
scarcity of officers ut this lime, iu conse¬
quence of the building of the new cruis¬
ers, aud youug officers have au eye to
promotion. »

David J. Brewer is about fifty years old,
and a native of Smyrna, Asia Minor,
ilis father, Rev. Josiah Brewer, was a
missionary to that country when the
Justice was born, but returned to this
country when David was three years old.
The appointee graduated from Yale Col-
lege, by a strange coincidence, in the
same class withJuJge Brown, of Detroit,and Joliu Masou Browu, of Kentucky,both of whom were prominently namedin connection with the appointment.After a year's study of the law in New
York City, Mr. Brewer removed to Kan-
sas, where he esrlv took a prominentplace in his profession. He served two
terms of six years each on the beuch of
the Supreme Court of thut State, and had
entered, upon the third term when Pres¬
ident Arthur appointed him Judge of
the Eighth Judicial Court to succeed
tirorgo W. McCrary. Justice Brewer is
a nephew of Justice Steven J. Field, his
mother having beeu a member of the
fatuous Field family. Thu'appointmentis generally well received.
Justice Miller, over whose circuit Jus¬

tice Brewer has presided, speaks of him
in thu warmest terms, ranking him
among tho ablest of judges on the beuch.
Dr. Morrison, editor of the Kansas CityTimet, says thu appoiutment will givesatisfautiou to all parlies in Kausas.

K. E. Hillard
who was entirely liurued out, had on
hand 10,000 sides of crop solo leather
aud II,Mo canes of cut <oles valued in
all at over $100,000 on which there was
insurance ol only *38,000. The Ions on
morocco father is placed at $300,000.
I he Ions on machinery Is eatimated at

I *100,000. The taking out of the way of
so many large shoe factories, If only
temporarily, will tend to increaae the
business ol the houses left, while the
loss ol stock, machinery, etc., which
must be replaced, will have a strength-
enjog effect on the general marketa.
That tbo town will be built up at an
early dato is true, but tbo tiro will have
caused a temporary spreading of tlie
immense shoe business of Lynn, and it
now looks as if it may take some years
to briug this business back.

DDH'T WANT FBEB WOOL.
Hon. Columbus Delano's Speech

Before the National

WOOLGROWERS* ASSOCIATION
CUo Feature aftlio Day-Some Fuel#
and Figure* fur Free Trader* to

Think About.Tno Wool Indus¬
try Wants Fair Treat ment,

Washington, D. 0., Deo. 4..At the
wool groworn' meeting a committee to
prepare an address to the wool grower*'
of the Uuited Stated was appointed.
Judge Lawrence, of Ohio, delivered an
addreaa upon the subject of wool grow¬
ing in the Uuited States,
The feature of today's meeting waa the

iddrecs of Hon. Columbus Delano, of
Ohio, President of the National Wool
Growers' Association, He began by
saying that both . goods and
clothing should be produced at
home, but not purchased from
abroad, when .the people who con¬
sume them have facilities for their
production. Necessity alone can justify
their importation. Continuing lieaaid:
"Suppose the nation iuvolved iu war,foreign or domestic, of serious dimen¬
sions, like that, for example, of the late
rebeliiou; suppose our commerce was
embarrassed aa it was at that time; sup*
pose our demand for wool was no greater
than at that time, and suppose Iliac 'free
trade' had destroyed the uUeep iudustry
and turned over to foreigu nations the
production of our wool; ami we may be
able to appreciate the folly, if not the
fcriuie, of attempting to put wool on the
free list."
"Influenced by the act of 1883," he

continued, "wool growing (anguishes
throughout the Uuited States, ami with*
out relief it uim»t hoou perish. lu Texas
the wool clip of 1883 wus of the value of
$0,228,231. In 1887 it waa $5,010,074,
showing a loss ol $4,211,600. la it desir¬
able to extinguish the industry best
adapted to this vast sectiou under the
cry of 'free trade' or 'free wool?'
''Who will be benefitted by a policy so

uowise? None except foreigu nations.
Under the influence of the act of 1883
our annual clip has been reduced Uiiy-
(Ive million pounds, while it should have
Increased at the rate of two per cent an¬
nually" to keep pace with the uatural
growth of tbecouutry."
The speaker read statistics tending to

show the necessity of protection in
order to preserve the wool industry, and
then said: "No further argument is
needed to prove that free wool is death
to this industry, and who, preferring the
interests of this uatioa to those of for¬
eign nations, will fail to regret so serious
a blow to our wool growers and to the
nation at large as free wool will Inflict,
aud none hut those uuder influence of
personal interest or traditional preju*dices will fail to admit that the
attempt to put wool on the free list isau
economic blunder. To these who favor
free traUe as our true policy, I address
no protest against free wool. From
their standpoint they are right. If it be
free trad*, let us have it as a system,
pure aud simple without the adultera¬
tion of duplicity under the name of 'in¬
cidental protection.' Let us do one or
the other, aud have au economic policythat is entitled to uu honest and correct
name.
