Richard U. Colts, a married man,
fifty-four yeara old, waa shot and almoat
instantly killed by Walter Kelley, an¬
other married man, thirty-five years old,
at Martin's Ferry, Saturday evening,
Cotta waa talking with Keliey'a wile and
little girl on the street at the time, and
Kelley's mad Jealousy caused him to do
the rash deed.
About 6 o'olock Kelley was standing

on the corner ot Hanover and Second
streets and saw bis wile and daughter
Ella walk up Ilauover atreet. He fol¬
lowed them up to Fourth street andi
down Fourth to the Presbyterian church
at Walnut street, where he Btood In the
darkness to await developments. He
saw his wife meet a man, juat across the
street, whom he supposed was Ootts.
Seeing Charley Moore, the water works
engineer, Kelley asked him to walk by
the couple and cough 11 the man was
Ootts. Moore knowing Cotts coughed
after passing. To make the matter
doubly sure, he asked Lorlng Hobba
who had paBeed them about their iden¬
tity. Hobbs Bald tlio man was Dick
Ootts, and Kelley walked on down
Fourth to Walnut, where he croBsedand
walking down the east aide of Fourth
street, a fuw yards, met the two stand¬
ing talking, Kelley's daughter Ella
being at their side. Kelley and Ootts
had some words, which ended in blows,
when Kelley drew the pistoland tired.
Only two persons saw the murder

committed. '1 imy aro Mrs. Kolley and
her daughter Ella, and they ran away.
Kelley walked down Walnut Btreet to
Second, and up Second to the City
Building, to give liluiBelf up. Not see-
lug auy person in the Mayor's olllce, he
walked on to Hanover street, whore
0Ulcer Samuel Westwood was Btaiuling.Kelley was not excited, and coolly said
to Westwood: "Saiu, I've justshot Dick
Ootts, and here'a the revolver I done it
with. I've come to give myaelf up."Weatwood placed Kelley under arrest
and locked him up.
G. 0. McCord aud Howard Oibaon,

who happened to be near by when the
shot was Qred, hurried to the spot and
after getting a lauteru, discovered the
victim, and that he waa dying, Ootts,
who lay on his back in the muddy gutter
with his leet on the pavement, was
licked up by McOord, Gibson and Adam
weriug, who carried him to his homo,
lour doors away. Dr. ii. 0. WllliauiB
was summoned, but Ootts had expiredbefore he arrived. Later Kelley was
Been In the Jail bv an 1kt«i.liobnci!r
reporter. While Kelley knew he had
killed Ootts, aud was exoited And un¬
easy, and realised tbe extent of the
crime, he talked quite freely.

KELLXY's 8TATEM XNT.
He said i "I ahot Ootts, but didn't have

my finger on the trigger when my revol¬
ver went off, and 1 didn't know I had
killed him. He was a bad man, and I
have proof to show that he waa Intimate
with my wife, and coubl yon blame me?
I have warned her timo after time not
to have anything to do with him, or
even speak to him, but this didn't do
unv good. This morning she said sho
would go out with him to-night and
make fivo dollars, and didn't care what
people naid about hor. I don't drink,
always tried to provhlo for my family,
have been good to her and the little
girls and did all I could to make them
happy, but what good has It done? I
have a letter in my possession which
will tell what Is what. Onco when Cotts
was in tny h0U80 Lizzie (Kelley's wife)
knew I was watch|ng apd sent him out
of the back' door. I'll get oi|t all right if
I havo a fair trial. To-night he bad his
arm around her nock and when 1 slip¬
ped up on them I Bald to him, 'You s.
of a b., now I've caught you.' Dick
started at me then. Ho grubbud mo by
the neck and atruck me, then atarted ou
when J followed and hit him acorkerin
tbo breast. He raised his right hand
and I, thinking he had a revolver In it,
drew mine and intended to hit him on
tho head with jt and knock him down,
I didn't Intend to aboot him, hot In
striking at mo ho lilt the revolver with
his Hat and it wont off. He then Bald
'damn you,' or something elae, and
struck at me again. I didn't know I
hadshot him till ho fell. I was scared
then and started for tbo lockup. I don t
knew whst became of Liaslo and Ella.
While interviewing Kelley, Mrs. Kel¬

ley and tbe two children entered the
all. Mrs. Kelley was the first to speak,
ihe said to her husband, "You are a
pretty fellow for causing ail this trouble
ain't you? I wouldn't havo gouo out
this evening had I known this would
have happened, Whatdid you shoot him
for?" 1'ne reporter asked Mrs. Kelley
not to soold her huaband, Baying lie had
had enough trouble, to which she re¬
plied that she couldn't help It. Kelley
ilamed her. used Cotts' name quite fre¬
quently and made the accusations refer¬
red to in bis Btatoment and others, and
the two passed some harsh words.
Kelley finally called her to one sldo and
talked to ber in a low tono.

ed at her homo on Carlyle street. Her
statement regarding the shooting corrob¬
orates Kelley's.

Kelley Is 36 years old, has brown eyes,

dark hair and mustache, measures Uve
feet eight Inches and is rather good look¬
ing. He is talkative and hai always
been considered a quiet, InoOensivo,sober man, and those who know him
best aay he wonld have been the last
man by their opinion, to commit mur¬
der. Lately he has been working for
the Elctrio Light Company, and Kobert
Koohnline, who has been working with
him every day for several weeks, says
that he haa never shown any signs of
trouble. Mr. and Mrs. Kelley were mar¬
ried fifteen years ago, against the wishes
of Mrs. Kelley's family. They have not
lived happily, for several reasons, the
principal one being the Imagination on
Kelley's part that his wife's family was
too dictatorial. At one time they lived
in the same house with the Gotta family,
and at that time, so Kelley asserts, the
Intimacy which ho alleges, began.

Cotts is 64 years old, a mould maker
by trade and worked at the ElBon Glass
Works. He came to Martins Ferry
from Wheeling about ten years ago.
Hp leaves a wife, one daughter and two
sons.
