form. Tho character of tho epidemic
there is nut fatal, but la said to be an at¬
mospheric disease due probably to heavy
fugs and unseasonable weather. Mr.
lieorgo W. Oiillda ia just recovering
from an attack which kept him In the
houso for several dayB. Physicians aro
all busy, hut they say that the epidemic
lias reached its height, and that with
cooler, bracing weather It will take its
departure. hlghty-ono members of the
llrnoltlyn police lorce aro reported to lie
suffering irom tho grippe. Five thou-
rami persons in Detroit, Mich., in¬
cluding fifty policemen, and many city
olllcera liuvo it. Cincinnati reports
many hundred caBesol a comparatively
mild lorui. Asbury Park, Ocean Grove.
.Newark, Trenton, Now Brunswick ami
other New Jersey cities liavo numerous
cases of the disease in various forms. At
Ottawa, Canada, tho disease has attacked
a largo number ol persons, and in almost
every case ia complicated with pneu¬
monia. Washington expecta to have
the grippe in time lor the New Year's
receptions. J. K. Henries, jr., treasurer of
the sugar trust, was prevented by tho
disease from appearing before the Ways
and Means committee nt Washington,
Prom all parts of this country and F?u-
ropo come similar reports.

OuiOAGO, Dec. 80..Chicago is experi¬

encing Its first touch of winter so far thiu
year. On Saturday the weather was

Decides Against Dudley.
A VERY PECULIAR SITUATION.
Auullier Court OcuUton In .Vow York

N'kwYohk, Due. 30..Judge Lawrene,
ol the Supremo Court, banded down a
abort opinion in chambers to-day in
which lie says in effect that Colonel
Dudley, who ia suing a half a doien
New York newspapers lor alleged libel
in the publication of the "blocks of live
letters," cannot expect favors from the
court when he persistently refuses to
obey Its orders. This decision was

handed down in Dudley's action against
the I'rtu Publishing Company and the
World, and deulea a -motion by the
plaintiff to vacate an order for aubatitu-
ted'services on him ol an order for hla
examination before trial to enable the
defendant to prepare an answer. The
udge says that by bringing this action
n this court Dudley has subjected him-

self to it« jurisdiction, and now seeks to
vacate its order. Uut as he keeps with¬
out the terntorial limits of the State and
refuses to oil the order of the court be
cannot in the iluion of the court be
heard affirmative!; in opposition to the
order.

oral term of the Fifth Department this
morning handed down u decision in the
caao of Kemuiler, tho murderer con

demned to death under the uvvrlaw pro¬
viding for the death of criminala by elcc-
trii'ity, which the court holds to he con-

Btitutionai. Judge 1)wight writes the
opiniou, in the course of which he says:
"A writ of Habeas corpus was sued out
alleging that Konimler was sentenced to
undergo a cruel and unusual punish-
incut contrary to the constitution of the
State of New York and of the United
States. \u offer was made lo prove that
tho punishment'us prescribed by the
statute was cruel iinu unusual, A ref¬
eree was appointed to tulco and report
such proofs as should bo offered byeither party on tho question pronoseu.
The order below disunited the writ and
remanded the prisoner to tho Stdlo
orison. An appeal from that order
brings tho case into this court, and pre¬
sents a question very novel in its char¬
acter and iu the manlier of its presenta¬
tion. The attempt is to forco the pro¬
visions of the constitution against cruel
and unusual punishment based upon
evidence intended to show the character
of tiie penalty ascribed thereby. The
constitutional provision hpre invoked
originated iu tho well-known bill of
rights of England. That celebrated
enactinout wus the first fruits of the
great revolution of 1U88."
Judge Wright then gives an interest¬

ing review of tho way iu which the clause
originated, und continues; "It seems
very clear that no provision of tho Kug-
lish bill of rights was intended to oner-
ate as a refraction upou the power of tho
Legislative branch of the English gov¬
ernment. Tho act was chiefly a protest
against tho acts of tyranny and oppres¬sion an tho part of tho crown. In re¬
gard to tho similar provision in the
the constitution of the United States, it
is in tho first ulace to Ijo observed that
it. haa no application to any department
of the government of the State but is a
restriction upon tho Federal govern-
nient only. There In oven sumo doubt if
it is Intended aa h restriction upon the
power of Congreaa In regard to punish-
int'nt for eriiue. With regard to the pro¬
vision In the constitution of this State,
the cage is different. It must have been
intended no « n-otrjetion upon tho Legis¬
lative authority. We iiave no doubt
that if tli« Legislature of this State
should undertake to prescribe for any
olTi-pse against its laws, the punishment
oibiuninyat the stoke, breaking at tho
wheel, eta, It wo||ld bo tho duty of tho
courts to pronounce upou mjuIi attempts
the condemnation of tho constitution.
The question is now to lie answered

whether tile Legislative uct here assailed
is subject to the same condemnation.
Certainly It is not so on its face, for al¬
though tiia mode of deatli described is
couc'deij tq be unusual, there Is common
knowledge or uontop( tlintlt la not cruel.
Tho Judge suggests that ft uould tafely be
presumed that the Legislature had suffl-
ciently investigated the nature before
passing tho law and reviews the work
of the poiumilU'o which Investigated the
methods ofcapita! pitplQlimeiit. After rc-

Viewing the experiment niadp mion ani¬
mals by electricity and accidental deaths
of iiihu through tliesapie Instrumentality
the Judge conclndtisi "The ilghtof the
Bclentiile evidence in this rase Is audi-
dent, as wo think, to remove overy rea¬
sonable doubt that tho passage of a cur¬
rent of electricity of a certain well de¬
termined Intensity through tho vital
parliiof tho body under chosen condl-
Uons of contact 9ml resistance, must re¬
sult in Instant death. If the question
were of ttio advisability in the change ol
mode in Inflicted death by capital pun¬
ishment, the discussion might be pro¬
longed.

The
latest is a positive declaration that at an
informal conference of the Republican
members of the Ways and Meaus it had
been decided there should be no free
coal, free iron ore, or free wool provi-
sions.In fact, no free raw material of
any kind.
Chairman McKiuley says these state-

meats are unauthorised, misleading and
without foundation.
There has been no conference of Re¬

publican members of the committee,
either formal or iuforuial, to fix rates or
to agree upon the free list or any other
list. The bearlugs which are being
given now will be continued, in ell prob¬
ability, until the middle of January, at
which time be supposes there will be
enough material on hand to go to work
on tun schedules. Mr. McKlnley be¬
lieves a bill will he ready ill February,
but no day li'aa been fixed or can be
fixed at this early date for reportingsuch
an important measure.
The Ways and Means Committee will

not protract its hearings longer than is
actually necessary to obtain the vlewsof
those whoae interests have not been
fully presented, or where a change in
circumstances lias occurreil since the
hearings given by tbe Senate.
The Republican policy of protection Is

well kuown, and with tho Senate and
Administration bills for a basin, some
amount of guessing is easy to indulge in,
but no attention should be paid to state¬
ments of the make-up of the uuw House
bill until the committee speaks author¬
itatively.

IMiiucn-Hurliiun Munition.

PtJNismwtikY, Pa. Pec, 30..Ono
hundred and eix Pinkerton men arrived
hero to-night Iroui New York, Philadel¬
phia and Chicago. They were brought
hero by the Buffalo, Kooheiter and Pitts¬
burgh Coal Company, but for what pur¬
pose is not definitely known, as there
have been no threat* of violence, but it
is evident that the oompany anticipates
trouble. It Is now over two wuuku since
the strike was inaugurated at Watson
and Adrian, luvoiving about 1,000 men
and boyi. Shortly fitter the strike
notices were served on,tbe miners occu¬

pying the company's houses to vacate
theiu within teu days. The time will
be up to-morrow and tbe general suppo¬sition Is that the Pinkerton men were
brought here to assist in the work of
evicting in case of trouble.

It Is also stated bore that there are 000
Hungarians and Italians on tbe wayhere uud that tho company purposes
putting thein to work and protecting
tliern. Up to this tliuu there has botu
no attempt on the part of the company
to effect a compromise. The committee
appointed by tlie miners to uiljunt their
differences lias been completely Ignored
by tbe compuny, and a propoeitiou bythe committee to submit the matter to
arbitration was rrjfcted by the companyofficials.

While the miners at Watson ami
Adrian have been idle, and the Ores in
the coke ovens have 4huen extinct for
two weeks, the company's mines at Eli
noru ami jleachtree have been run to
thoir fullest capacity, thus enabling the
corporation to (ill part of its order for
coal and coke. At Eiinora the miners
have been wdrking uuder a guard of
about thirty Piukerton men. Theywould, however, have been perfectlyuufe without the guard, as no threats of
any kiud were indulged in. The miuers
have learned by experieuco that policyof methods are mure likely to win, and
uulcss the Hungarian element should
prove ungovernable there is not likely
to be any trouble.
A strong pressure has been brought

to bear on the Elinors luiuers to gettbem to strike, and to-day they came out
to a man,, helu a meeting ami resolved
to go to work again iu the utorning.
