Tliu N'uuibwr of tliu Star*.
1'rof. E. S. lloidrn in the Cciitury,
The total number of stars one can se

will depend very largely upon the cleaj
ness of the atmosphere and the kee'nnes
of the eye. There are in the whole cc
lestial sphere about 0,000 stars visible t
an ordinary good eye. Of these, how
ever, we dm never see moro than a frac
tion at any one time, because a half c
the sphere is always below the 'horizon
If we could see a star as easily ii
the horizon as in the zenith,
half of the wholo number, or 3,00(
would be visible on any clea
night. But stars near the horizon ar
seen through so great a thickness o

atmoBphero as greatly to obscure thei
litfbt, and only the brightest ones
there be seen. Ab a result of this ol
Sen ration, it is not likelv that more thai
2,000 stars can ever be taken in at a singl
view by any ordiuary eye. About 2,00
other stars are so near the South Pol
that they, never rise in ourlatitudei
Ilence, out of 0,000 supposed to be visi
ble, only 4,000 ever come within th
range of our vision, unless we make
journey towards the equator.
As telescopic power is increased, vr

still lind stars of fainter and fainte
liuht. Hut the number cannot go on in
creasing forever in the same ratio a
with the brighter magnitudes, because i
it did tho whole sky would be a blaze o
starlight.. If telescopes with powers fa
exceeding our present onoa were made
they would no doubt show new slurs c
the twentieth and twenty-first, etc., mag
nitudes. But it is highly probable th'a
the number of such successive order o
stars would not iucreose in thesame ra
tio as is observed in the eighth, nintl
and tenth magnitudes, for example.

stellar system can be experimental!)
shown to be of tiuite extent, and to con
tain only a tiuite number of stars.
In the whole sky an averuge eye will

see about 0,000 stats, as I have just said,
With a telescope this number is greatly
increased, and the most' powerful telescopesof modern times will show more
thou 00,000,000 stars. Of this number,
not one out of oue huudred has evei
been catalogued at all. In all, 314,921
stars, from tho llrut to the ninth and a
half niagui'.udc, are contained in the
northern, sky, or about 600,000 in both
hemispheres. All of these can be seen
with a three-inch object glass.
