asserted, ami no Democrat of acknowledged standing in tho county of SilveiBow believes that twenty persons registered at the fatuous "Tunnel precinct,'had a right to vote, or were citizens olthe United States.
L'. It is a matter of common notorietythat 1)0 per cent of the men registeredwero Dagoes, brought into Silver Bow

county in tho months of May a?ad June,a very many of them, possibly, havingbeen in tho country six months by yettingthere early in April. It is impossible,however, that any considerable
number got there as early as theVuat dayof April, 1881), which they must have
done to be legal voters on the second
day of October, supposing them to be
otherwise entitled to exercise tho rightof suflraKc.

y. It is a matter of common notorietythat many of them wero scattered aboutthe hills near Butte City, under tho payof the "Big Four" until they wero concentratedat the tunnel.
4. It is a matter of common notorietythat when they weut into the pollingbooth to vote, under the so-called Australiansystem, each illiterate foreignerwore suspended, or pinned over hisbreast, a placard which bora this leeend:

"1 can neither read nor write tho Englishlauguage; I- want to vote the
straight Democratic ticket.*'

o. It is doubtleEs true that a RepublicanHoard of County Commissionerserected tho Tunnel precinct, beingpretty certain of carrying it for their
party. In fact, the Democrats openlyaccused the Republicans of knowing, beforehand,that the Italians had no rightto vote, and that the burden of. their
song was that the Republicans, havingbeen beaten at their own game, "had noright to kick." The Democrats, therefor?,were fully aware of the game that
was being played, permitted it to go on,and profited by it. Not a man who
wore the placard was challenged.G. The mau Bernard should bo eliminatedfrom the controversy. Eight citizens(not Dadoes) made allidavit that
voted the straight Republican ticket atthe Tunnel precinct. Yet the "returns"
showed only three Republican votes.

7. The returns of precinct 34 vrere re-jeeted for defects and irregularities ap-,parent on their face, namely: Non-con-!formity with tho law l?y omittiug namesof the clerks, who were speciallychargedwith the duty of certifying the returns,and substituting in their stead the'
names, of judges who had excluded theclerks and counted the clerks to suitthemselves.

S. Tho Republican Commissioner,Hull, in tho absence of CommissionerJack, chairman of the Canvassing Board,obeyed tho writ of mandate iaannd and
made premptory by Judge Stephen DeWolfe, sat with the Democratic managerthe board, Judge Crime, and countedthe return of Precinct 254, aa originally3ent in*, for all the Democratic candidates.
