CLAYTON'S BUYER
Was Probably a .Man Named Hooper, "Who

1 ittm Lately Died.
Los Angeles, Cal., April 25..Regardingthe report that Thomas Hooper, a

iaiiiun, v> uuuitu .uiuuiuimu, ueuruere,
last winter, wan implicated in the murderof John M. Clayton, of Arkansas,
the following facts are learned: Last
June, Charles Lewis called on Sherifl
Aguirre, and that in the latter part of
1888, he had made the acquaintance of
Thomas Hooper and cared for him when
ho was sick. Hooper was often moody,
and Lewis asked him _tho, reason.
Hooper replied intimating"that in 1SG8
he killed two men in Conway county,
Arkansas, whose names Lewis caught as
Thomas and May. Little by little he
told Lewis that several years before Lis
father had been killed in Arkansas by a

body of men, who took him from jail and
lynched him. He swore vengeance
upon the lynchers, and told Lewis the
men whom ho had killed were two of
the ringleaders in the party, while Claytonwus a third.

"If you ever hear of Clayton dying
with his boots on," Hooper remarked to
Lewis, "yon will know who killed him."
During December Hooper disappeared
aud soon after Lewis read of tho assassinationof Clayton. Lewis called at
llooner's house and Hooper's son said
he did not know where his father was.
Later Lewis learned Hooper had reappearedand bought a ranch at ]ianchito.
During tho investigation by tho Sheriffletters were received from Governor

Engle, of Arkansas, Btating that Tom
llouper was brought up in Conway
county, ArK., anu went tnrougu ine
Confederate aruiy; and that he was in
Kile's regiment when quito a boy. lie
lift the State in 18GS or 1869 and baa not1
been there since to live. The Governor'ndescription is said to fit the KanchitoHooper. IIo also Baid Hooper's
father was murdered about the time
stated.

'i'iio Sheriff was about to arrest Ilooper
last wiuter when the floods came and
cut ott' connection with Kanchito for
several days. During that timo Hooper
was taken down with pneumonia and
died. Governor Eagle, in replying
under date of March 31, 1S90, to a communicationfrom Sherill Aguirre, of
Los Angeles county, requests specimens
of Hooper's writiug. He concludes by
saying: "Circumstancesthat havecome
to light point to Hooper as the probable
person who committed this crime. If
lie did and is now dead lie can't bo convictedin the courts, but I hope you will
immediately take this up and help us

rush it to a conclusion."
