and steel, by all countries, from which
it appears that the United States nowproduces 20 nor cent of all the iron ore
that is mineu, and 20 per cent of all tho
coal, and 30 per cent of all the pig iron,and 32 per cent of all the steel that is
manufactured, Tho world's annual productionof ironoro is placed at 53,289,000
tons; of coal, 402,000,000 tons; of piniron, 24,809,000 tons; of steel, 10,513,000
tons. Tho world's production of pigiron has increased 70 per cent since
1878, and its production of Btcel has increasedin tho same period 248 per cent,the figures for 1878 being respectively14,117,000 tons and 3,021,(X)0 tons.
