Berlin, Juno 12..a tremendous Ben
Ballon boa been caused hero this weel
by tho arrest of Joseph Jonasson, 0/ the
firm of Meyer, Jonassou & Co., of 358
Broadway, New York, on tho charge ol
libelling Emperor William.

It appears that Mr. Jonasson met a

couplo of students one evening whom ho
had seen before, and went with them to
several places, when suddenly both of
them turned upon him and accused him
of making objectionable observations
about tho Emperor, although, as a mato(fact, tho latter'a uauie had not been
tnfntioned.
Jonasaon thon noticed that both thostudents were drunk, lie tried to

smooth the matter over aa a joke, but
they refused to listen to him, and called
for tho poliee, who were only too glad to!
have the chance of arresting an Aoierican.They took Sir. Jonasaon to a dirtylittle station houae, where ho waa rudelysearched and all his valuables and paperataken from him. Mr. Jonaeeon protestedagainst this treatment, called the
ollicera' attentioii to the druuken conditionof both students, and demanded to
be released, but all his protests were in
vain. Ho waa shoved into a van and
rapidly driven to police headquarlers.The officers at this station likewise declinedto entertain Jonasson's protests,and ordered his instant removal to jail.He was then taken to a dirty cell, compelledto give up his own clothes and to
wear prison garb. For three days aud
nights he waa kept in^ solitary eoiifioemunt,and given food in a filthy condition.At length, after suflerinjr great privations,Mr. Jouasson succeeded in gettingone of tho best lawyers in Berlin interestedin the caae, and he was released
on bail.
The students now say thpy made the

charge whilo drunk, and, therefore, remembernothing about tho affair. But
it is hardly likely they will be allowed
to cet oft wiLh such an expuse. F.ffnrfB

Jonasson's ultimate acquittal. When he

Last evening at the Fourth Street M.E. church, Dr. John B. Hamilton, SurgeonGeneral of the United States MarinoHospital Department, delivered anaddreFB on "Physical Culture, Ancientand Modern." The doctors wero delayedin arriving from the Park, and the

meeting did not open till 8:30, by whichtime the Sabbath school room, wherethe meeting was held, was well tilled byan audience comprising about equalnumbers of ladies and gentlemen.Dr. L. D. Wilson introduced Dr.Hamilton with a few remarks, afterwhich that gentleman came forwardand making a very happy allusion totho grace aud beauty of Wheeling's
women, aud the city's iron and steel industriesand brainy men, proceededwith his talk.

ilo said that within ihn n<>o»
there has been a great awakening in lbe
matter of physical trainiug and culture.The body cannot become a perfect machinewith perfect working parts unlessit receives some culture and development.No more should we expect a perfect,well balanced logical mind withouttraining or education, than wo should
expect a sound body without training toperfect its parts, and bring them intocomparatively perfect rolation with each1other.
Mr. Hamilton cited the fact that one-,fourth of the young men in the countrywho are at the proper age can not passthe physical examination required bythe Government. Ho explained thiscondition by tho fact that these youngmen when children wero not given the

proper phyaical training and culture totit them for active physical work, andtho endurance of hardships, lie saidthat this is largely due to ignorance onthe part of parents, guardians and teachers.Recently, however, the higherschools and colleges have taken a livelyinterest in tho matter of physical development,instead of discouragingit in favor of higher mental developmentnnd training, and they begin to
see that tho more perfect the body ismade, the more easily the mind mastersits dilliculties, and the better prepared itis to assimilate and comprehend thatwhich is oflered to it.
He then turned his attention to the

great mental and physical strength ofthe Greeks, and the Spartans especially,.and explained it by historical records of'their work in the gymnasiums, and thecontinual physical training they gavethemselves. Retold how the new bornbabes of the Spartans were taken before
an examining board for examination,and if found physically imperfect, werecast into a cave in the ground, the opinionbeing that unless nature had providedthe babiea with bodies whichcould bo made useful to tho world and
a blessing to themselves they were notworth bringing up.He dwelt at louRth on the history ofthe rise and fall of. physical culture inGreece and explained how the overdoingof tho thing caused ita natural death,lie described an anoient Grecian gymnasium,and the scenes therein enacted,and drew a pleasant picture of tho greatminds of the day Boated about the
porches diacuseing the topics of theirv.r.MU tl.afr.«
v...,o >.mv<> hviiicuu uiciureu werewrestling and running in the arena.He followed the matter of physicaltraining through the middle ages, wheretho boy at 7 years old, entered the ser1vice of the knights as a page, and at 14became an esquire, all the time in constantcompany with knights, and preIparing himself to earn his spurs and beIcome one of them. Such<onstanttrainingcould not but make perfect physical
men, f\Ued with health and chivalry.He described a tournament, and the
manner in which tho kings and royal
persons lent their favor.
Gqraing to modern times, ho said that

at tho opening of the present century,physical cuituro was at its lowest ebb.Tho German race was ready to go to
pieces, because tho people were a poorand undeveloped race, unuble to copewith tho great questions of tho time.The foundation of the German TurnerSociety was the beginning of tho regenerationof tho nation. In a few yearsTurner schools were flourishing throughoutGermany, and Turner schools for
women were established. These echools,for both sexes, became immensely popularand-were very fashionable. Naturallytho Turners became a Btronj; organisation,and emboldened by their utrength,some of the leaders bgjjan to make expressionsaiu] to .ioBtor sentiments which
yxe agreeable to the rulers and theministry. Qn that account tba TurnI schools were closed, njul tho leadinpmen in the soqloty were imprisonedLater they \^ere reopened, but* guardi
