Pittsburgh, Juno 10..An explosion
of damp gas occurred to-day in the Hill
farm mine at Dunbar. AH tho men
were in the pit. Fifteen have been
taken qut badly injured. Tho other
tifty are thought to be dead, but a volunteerparty are digging for them.
Tho Hill farm miue is situated about

two miles from Dunbar and is owned by
tho Dunbar Furnace Company. Tho
mines have no railroad communications
fur shipping coal, uud the entire output
of the mines is usud by the Dunbar FurnaceCompany, which iB comprised entirelyof eastern parties, no X'ittsburghcrsbeing interested in it. Samuel Diclcuoa,of Philadelphia, is the President.

Dunrar, Pa' June 10..This morning

sit 11:10 u sullen, shivering roar shook
the lowly miners dwelling on the Hill
farm, in Fayette county, near this place,and hundreds of affrighted persons, whoknew the sound too well, feured another
mine disaster, and they were reassured
fur too well. In a moment the fearful
news had spread that the Hill farm
mines, owned by Philadelphia parties,liad exploded.- The low-browed hill
from which tho slope entered shook
iruiu uiuuiu iu pic, auu me score
of minere' houses lining the fatal
liills shook lor a moment, and then
poured out their frienzied inmates bythe hundreds. A rush was made to the
mouth of thej pit, but ingress was impossible,ns smoke in dense volumes
was issuing forth. Fifty-two miners
had gone to work this morning, and
were in the slopo when the explosion
occurred. Of these fifty-two, eighteen
were in the left heading and thirty-twoin the right heading. Those in the left
beading got out all right The retreat of
the others was cut oil, and not one es-
caped. i

CAUSE OK THE DISASTER.
At 7 this morning the gang turned in

at the mines, the smaller gang drifting
off to the left, whilo tho larger, some

thirty-live in number, drifted to tho
right, and descended some SOO feet from
the surface, but a mile from the opening.
There two drifts are connected, but
the connection is from the main stem,
some half-milo from the entrance.
The mine, it seems, had been
somewhat troubled with water and
air, and an air shaft had been drilled
from the surface to the juncture of the
right and Jeft shafts, where the water
Bet'ined to bo the most abundant. As
the miners branched off from this point,
they knew that an air hole had,been
drilled there that had not yet broken
into tho mine, but they did not know
that tho shaft was to be broken into today.This8haft. by the way, beingasix-,
inch hole, a miner named Kerwiu had
been left in the right drift, near where
that branch joined the lauia exit, and
in the course of his labors broke into

''' the perpendicular shaft. Tho moment
this was broken into a flood of water
gushed outand lCerwinaud a man namedLandy standing by yelled out for
some one totave the meu in tho right
drift as the water poured down the hill
in a8tream, and he feared they would
drown. Young pavid Hays, who had
seeu tho ntlair, leaped "forward at
tho call, and turned down the l«ft
drift in n deluge of water to warn his endangeredcomrades below. Just as he

by a supervisor, the local olectionolUcers
aud the supervisors keeping separate
tally sheets, which aro to be comparedand tho result publicly announced.
Ballots deposited in the wrong box are
to be counted. Returns aro to be made
by tho supervisors in duplicate to the
clerk of the circuit courts and to tho
chief supervisor, who is to tabulate and
refer them to tho United States Board of *

Canvassers of tho Congressional voto,which is to be appointed by United
States Circuit Court, und consisting of
tnrco citizens of the State and persons of (good repute, not more than tho two of
whom are to bo of the samo political
party.
Tho board is to conveno on November

15 each and every year aud is to declare
and certify the result of tho election and
send one return to the Clerk of the House
of Representative's, ono to tho Govomor
of tho State, and one to tho proper Chief
Supervisor of Elections. The Cierk of
the House is to place upon the roll of
members-elect tho names of the persousdeclared elected by the United States
Canvassers, in case thero is a difference jin tho result reached by them and by i
