John. In most parts of the world a tid
of from six to ten feet is quite sufllclen
to satisfy ail reasonable demands. Ii
St. John Harbor tho tido rises twenty
one feet in an ordinary day, and occasion
ally varies tho monotony by uushln
the mark up three or four feet, as thi
humor seizes it, and 1 waa never struct
bo much with anything in my life a
with this advance and receding of thi
waters.

I have described tho narrow gorgtthrough which the St. John river ii
forced through tho Bay of Furnly. Ai
low tide, where tho water drops intotlu
bay, there is a fall of some ten feet, tbt
channel being very rough and totallyimpassable for vessels of any description. At high water tho tall is the other
way, the bay falling into tho river. This
was the (irsttimo that I had ever seen a
river with the water flowing from its
mouth towards its source, and this occursevery day in tho St. John. One
tfnnrl nf* thlii llilrt iu HiIh. tlmf
when it ia half up or half down, the
river is level with the harbor, and then
the immense number of timber barges
ntid other craft which have gathered in
the river while waiting for the rise and
fall are able to run nicely and easily out
into the harbor. St. John, be it underBtood,is a groat port for shipping. At
any day you bho a dozen of the largest
ocean-going vessels loading deals for differentparts of the world. This timber
mainly comes down the St. John river.

I saw the tide coming in around the
headland at the Miuas Haai'n, and it is a

sight worth going to see. The head of
the advancing tide ia called a "bore."
If you can imagine a straight wall of
water eight feet high, curling over at the
top, advancing upon yoti at the rate of
ten miles au hour, you will got an idea
of what a "bore" ia and what a turn of
the tide means. At the Minas Basin
this wall of water comes tearing around
tho headland like an express train, and
tho mau who was down on the ilat eands
of the bay at this time stood a remark^
ably good chance of never leaving those
sands alive. If he got a good start ol
the "bore" he might escape, but if not
ho would bo drowned.
