This question has been asked of iato bj
nearly every Representative in Conirres
who hnila from an agricultural district
and to the majority of them a comprohensivo and more or less satisfactory reply has come. The general public, how
ever, has been but meagerly enlighteneiby the stray paragraphs that have froutime to time appeared in the newspaperiof the country reciting the threats of th<Alliance agamut some statesman wh<could not be induced to look at a particular public question through the eyes othe farmers of his constituency.In a tumble-down three story buildint
on Ninth street, in this city, is locateithe oflh'o of J. U. Turner, the NationalSecretary of tho Farmers' Alliance antIndustrial Union. Mr. Turner is a nativeof Georgia, the State in which tho Alliancehas a stronger representation in
political and industrial circles than in
any other in the United States. In this
unpretentious building may alBO befound the ollico of tho Executive Boardof the Alliance and of tho LegislativeCommittee. 0. \V. Macuno is Chairmanboth of the Board and of tho Committee.Macuno is a typical Texan; tall
and strongly built, with a sharp black
eye and a heavy Shock of dark hair thattumbles over his broad, low forehead,lie is a ready talker, and when he discussesthe aims and purposes of the
organization for which ho is engaged in
laboring before Congress ho grows enthusiastic.In addition to his otherduties Mr. Macuno edits tho NationalEconomist, tho oiUcial or«an of the Alliance.In answer to the query of theWorld's correspondent as to the objectsand aims of the Order, Mr. Macune
launched forth upon hia subject in a
style curiously combining the practicalwith the Benti Jiental. He said:
£."Tho object of the National Farmers'
Alliance and Industrial Union, as expressedin its declaration of purposes,
are: First,.to labor for the Government
in a strictly non-partisan spirit and to
bring about a more perfect union of
uiutiB classes; second, to uemtinu equalrights for all and special privileges for
none; third, to indorse the motto, 'In
Tiling Essential, Unity, Charity';fourth, to develop a better Btate, mentally,morally, socially and financially;fifth, to constantly strive to secure en-,
tiro harmony and pood-will to all mankindand brotherly love among ourIselves; sixth, to suppress personal, local,,sectional and National prejudices, all
unhealthy rivalry and ail selfish ambiItion; seventh, visit the homes where
lacerated hearts are bleeding, to assuagethe sufferings of a brother or sister, to
bury the dead, care for the widows, educatethe orphans, exercis6 charity towardsoffenders, construe words and
deeds in their most favorable light,,grant honesty of purpose and good in-1tentions to others, and to protect the
principles of the Farmers' Alliance and
Industrial Union until death. Its laws
are reason and equity, its cardinal doctrinesinspire purity of thought and life,,its intention is 'on earth peace, and
good-will to man."
"These are the expressed purposes of

the order. They have been in the. declarationof purposes from the beginning.I firmly believe it to be an evolution in
modern material progress, and that the
highest duties its officers can perform is
to simply read the indications of the
times sufficiently well to do Buch things
as seem imperatively demanded by the
people under the surrounding eircutnstances."

14 What is the strength of the Farmers'
Alliance in the different States?"

IT NUMBERS MILLION'S.
"I cannot give you the exact strengthof membership iu each of the States. In

reality there are in existence* two NationalFarmers' Alliances. H. L. Loucks,of Dakota, is President of one and L. L.
Polk, of North Carolina, is President of
the other. There is no plain lino of divisionor demarkation between them,and I cannot therefore give the exact
territory of each nor the exact numbersof each, but_ together they embrace a
membership of something iu excess o(
two and a half millions, according to the
best estimates I havo been able to get.
They .havo organizations in Maryland,Virginia, West Virginia, North Carolina,South Carolina, Florida, Georgia, Alabama,Mississippi, Louisiana. Texas, Arkansas,Indian Territory, Colojado, 2^e\\rMexico, KanaaSj Missouri, I£entqcky,Tennessee, Indiana, South Dakota,North Dakota, Minnesota, Iowa, Nebraska,California, Washington, Illinois,Michigan, Ohio, Pennsylvania, New
York, New Jersey and Delaware. The
largest membership in any one {Stato is,
perhaps, in the Staio of Te^cs. WestVirginia has no State Alliance yet, bat
will soon bo ready to orgauize oue,"I have never e?pn any positive statementus to the exact time the alliance
movement was first started or by whom
it was inaugurated. The beat I havo been
able to learn ID tbfltTPgard is that Jt was
instituted about theoawe tnnoboth in

> Texas and in the State of New Yoik,somewhero about tho year 1873. But
from all accounts the movements did not
make much stir until the year 1SS0,when it was organized in Texas on the
present basis and chartered by tho Legislature.A man by the name of Baggett,iu Parker county, that State, organizestho first allianco in 18S0, and it was char
tered in October of that year."

Congrees. It has also been inado his dut;to rcceivo petitions from the membei
ship at large and present them to mem
hers of Congress.- Tho order depend
upon tho justness of its demands, am
the iofluonce of its great numbers, to ae

j cure by perfectly open, fair and legiti
j mate means the ends it seeks to achieve.
