COST OF THE STRIKE,
Already the strike has coat the companyand tho men much money. The

nearest estimate that could be obtained
was that the company had lost over
$300,000 in the freight department. Accordingto Master Workman Lee's statement,there were about .10,000 men who
struck work. Their average wages were
at least SI 50 a day. They lost then,
up to date, $180,000, including their
wages paid out of the general strike
fund.
Superintendent Voorhees receiveda,

disnatch from Troy at 2:45 which said:
"All quiet here. Places with three exceptionsfilled. Have men already BeIlected. All trouble here was occasioned
by toughs and not by our men who went
lout."

At 5 o'clock a statement relative to the
reinstatement of tho old hands was given
out by Mr. Webb. He said many were

j;ood men who have struck through
ignorance or misrepresentation, and
when they wished to come back all

He was moving eomi
barrels to rack one in the storehous<
that was leaking. Placing the lamp or
the floor to better attend to his work, In
climbed on top of one of the piles. Bui
a misBtep started the leaking barre
down, and when it struck the lamp, the
whisky and oil together started a fearfu
blaee.
The Kentucky distillery was the

property of Julius Bakhouee & Co., ant
was located on Story avenue, betwee*
Adams and Ohio streets. For almost i
month it had been shut down, and con
sequently at the time there was nohodjabout but the watchman and one assist

thousand barrels of whisky. This build
ing waa entirely of brick, three storiei
high, almost 250 feet deep and about 1CH
feet wide.

The totn
depth of tho two warehouses were 23:
feet. All this went down and wa
totally consumed. Tho distillery prop
erty was 94 .feet by 33$, and to this lui
been built two addition#, the dimen
sions of one being 73 by 4'JJ.feet and thi
other 24 by 28' feet.; Thb cistern roou
went down with the warehouse, anc
waa 35 feet Bqnare.
