Potato blitfht or rot devolopea the

moat extensively in moist, muggy aeaseaaons,hunt and moisture being favor*
able to iti) growth. It is juft aa much a
plant as the potato itself, but is micro*
scopic and takes root anywhere on the
tuber, leaven orstalkBand lives on their
tisaue. It does not directly cause rot,itn presence being indicated only by din<
coloration, but when it attacks the po*
tato it produces a condition which favoidthe attack of a destructive fnngus,which rapidly destroys tho tl-aues. Tho
blight sporia are spherical in form, verylight, and iloat away on the air to alight
and propagates wherever they may flni| a
favorable spot. They naturally llrst at*
tack the leaves aud Htalka, but the rain
may wash tliom down to tho tuber,
whero they will begin to propagate and
prepare the way for destruction. Ilence
on the first indication of blight it is gen*
orally considered best to dig tho tubers
at once and store theui in a cool, dry
Slace, with as little exposure as noHsible.
prinkling them with slacked lime aids

in keeping tho potatoes, the lime absorbingthe moisture, and both drynessand coolness arc unfavorable to the de«
velopmentof tho fungus. Care should
be taken not (o store tho tubers in large
ma*seu, ns they would be liable to beat,
aud heat would favor tho growth ol the
spores, tho tuber supplying tho necessarymoisture.

Feeding Lnuib*.
Cornell University Kxperiment Station,aftor very careful experiments for

two successive years in feeding lambo.
gives the followibg summary ;
"The weight of evidence of all oarexperiments,together with reeulta obtained

by otherexperimentersintheBame field,
seems to show:
"Tbat corn, aa an exclusive grain ration,does not give tho best results,

either in amount, quality, or economy
of production, when fed to growing or
fattening animals.
"That tho amount of water drunk

(especially fn the caso of lambs) is a
pretty certain indication ol tliu rnto of
gain.
"That the production ot wool ia very

greatly dependent upon the nitrogen in
the ration."

Starving Hug* tu S»vo Corn*
It is againBt the practice and belief of

eome men to buy grain to belp out a
short homegrown supply These men
will let bogs that should bo fattening
run all summer in a thin condition to
save corn for their teams, and wait for
new corn before they b»»gin to feed the
hogs, when corn bought early in the
season would have put the bogs in marketbefore new corn was ready to feed.
In almost every case the pounds can be
made cheepcr from grain fed on grass in
summer than they can by fall feeding.
On equality frith this is the practice of
buyiug corn to feed sows and suckling
pigs, tbis being their only feed, and
only enouirh being fed to keep thein go-
ing, with no aim or wish to make them
do their best. We know a young man
following this plan who at the end of
the summer will not be able to show any
return from corn bought and fed, be-
cause he has aimed to get aa near main-
tenanca ration aa noeoihlH.

The Silo.
The silo will preserve forage crops in

a succulent condition; it adds nothing to
their feeding value, but supplies almost
the equivalent of summer pasture in the
winter. It costs lees to put the corn
crop in the eiio than to harvest it in the
old way, and for dairy cows it furnishes
just the kind of feed they require to do
the best work. These are facts supportedby the testimony of thousands of prac-
tical farm e is.
