picture of Lincoln and his cabinet and
another of tho old log cabin, reminiscent

in great golden letters, and two hands
pointing at it, just over the President's
chair.

The spring owes ita peculiarity, not to

and tilling from the larger one in time
inversely proportioned to the amount of
water in the larger one. Thus when the
larger one is full, the smaller one can be
filled in a quarter of an hour; and when
the larger one is nearly empty, the small
one is two hours in filling. It is no
trouble at all to imagino a combination
of ciphons that would bring about the
result which we actually do have in the
conduct of this spring. But tbe wonder
is that such a combination should have
happened ia nature.
